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as of June 30, 1948, and thereafter, exeept state deposits made
for teaching service under a contract existing on the effective
date (1947) of thig subsection, for any member whoe withdraws
any part of the accumulation from the member’s deposits as
provided in subsection (1) before such member becomes entitled
to an annuity from the accumulation of the state deposits in
accordance with subsection (3), except as provided in subsection
(7), shall be forfeited. Any acecumulation of the state deposits
so forfeited shall be eredited to the general fund for the current
fiseal year.

CHAPTER 464.

AN ACT to amend 252,20 of the statutes, relating to transeripts
and folic costs.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows : '

252.20 of the statutes is amended to read -

252.20 Every reporter shall, upon the request of a party to
any action, transeribe in longhand or typewriting, the evidence
or any other proceedings taken by him in such action or any
part thereof so requested, and make, when requested, any num-
ber from 1 to 4 carbon copies, each duly certified by him to be
& correet transeript thereof, for which he shall be entitled to
receive from the party requesting the same # * # 15 eents per
folio for single transeript and * * * 5 cantg per folio for each
carbon eopy ; except that when transcript 1s requested by the
state or any political subdivision thereof, the charge shall be
20 cents per folip for single transeript and 2-1/2 cents per folio
for each carbon copy. In the trial of any eriminal aetion, or
Proceeding the ecourt may, in its diseretion, and, in case of com-
mitment to any state penal or reformatory Institution, or to a
house of correction in counties having and maintaining same,
shall order suech transeript of the evidence and Proceedings to
be made and certified by the reporter and filed with the clerk of
the eourt, and a certified duplicate of sneh transeript to be filed
with the warden or superintendent of the institution to which
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the person may he sentenced, and the cost thereof, not exceeding
10 cents per folio-for the original tranmseript and 2-1/2 cents
per folio for the duplicaie, shall be certified and paid by the
county treasurer upen the eertificate of the clerk of the eourt.
In case of application for a pardon o1 commutation of sentence
said duplicate transcript shall accompany the applicaticn. In
all aetions in which any circuit court shall order a compulsory
reference the eourt may direct the reporter thereof to attend
the trial of such action, take the evidenee and proceedings
therein and furnish the referee or referees with a transeript
thereof in longhand or typewriting, when the court shall so
order. Such reporter shall receive the same fees for such tran-
seript of testimony, paid in the same manner as hereinbefore
provided. This section does nol prohibit an additional charge,
made by special arrangement, for tramscribing proceedings in
longhand or typewriting from day to day during the progress
of a trigl. The provisions of this section shall govern the charges
for tramscripts and copies thereof which may be made by re-
porters of mumcipal courts having the same criminal jurisdic-
tion, except treason, as circuil courts. -
