AN AQT to create 58.566 of the statutes, relating to empower-
ing the state department of public welfare to lease state
owned lands in Outagamie county to the United States of
America to be used for a radio range station.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented m senate and
assembly, do enaci as follows:

58.566 of the statutes is ereated to read:

58.566 LmasE oF LANDS FoR Rapio RaNegE StarTioN. The state
department of public welfare is empowersd to lease state owned
lands under its control situated in seetion 16, town 24.north,
range 18 east, Seymour township, Outagamie county, not ex-
ceeding 2 acres in extent, to the United States of Ameriea, to
be used by the civil aeronautics administration. for a -radio
range station. The terms of the lease shall be determined by
the state department of public welfare and may grant to the
legsee authority to erect navigational aids and other struetures
on such lands.
