CHAPTER 433

AN ACT to repeal, renumber, amend, reenact and create various provi-
siong of the statutes for the purpose of correcting errors, supplying
omissions, clarifying language, correcting titles of departments and
officers, ecorrecting and clarifying references, renumbering for better
location and arrangement, eliminating duplications and unnecessary
and o})solete provisions, reconciling conflicts and repelling unintended
repeals.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

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incurred by himself or any agent in connection with or relative to his ac-
tivities as such lobbyist for the preceding month or fraction thereof, ex-
cept that he need not list his own personal living and travel expenses in
such statement,

13.68 Within 30 days after the sine die adjournment of the legisla-
ture, every principal whose name appears apen the docket in the file or
who has employed any person fo engage in any activity permitted under
s. 13.70 shall file with the secretary of state a complete and detailed state-
ment verified under oath by the person making the same, or in the case
