Chapter 554

AN ACT to repeal and recreate 35.09 of the statutes, relating to enrolled
bills and resolutions.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 35.09 of the statutes is repealed and recreated to read:

35.09 ENROLLED BILLS AND RESOLUTIONS. (1) Immediately
after the passage of any bill, any joint resolution amending the constitu-
tion, or any other resolution determined by the chief clerks to require en-
rollment, the chief clerk of the house in which the proposal originated shall
cause the legislative reference bureau to enroll the proposal. The legisla-
tive reference bureau shall retain the camera-ready original of the enrolled
proposal and deliver 40 copies thereof to said chief clerk.

(2) One such copy shall be used as the enrolled bill or resolution to
be authenticated as provided by the rules and, in the case of an enrolled
bill, to be submitted to the governor for his approval. The remaining copies
slhalé be distributed as provided by the rules and as determined by the chief
clerks.

(3) Each enrolied proposal, or printed copy thereof, shall carry a
heading “State of Wisconsin” as do hills and joint resolutions,

(4) No later than the day before the act’s publication, the secretary
of state shall inform the legislative reference bureau of the act number and
the date on which the act will be published in the official state paper. The
legislative reference bureau shall enter the act number and date of publi-
cation on the camera-ready original of the enrolled proposal and immedi-
ately deliver it to the contract printer.

(5) Printed copies shall be available on the day of publication of the
act in the official state paper; but, if such day of publication is a Saturday,
Sunday or holiday as defined in s. 16.275 (6}, then printed copies shall be
available no later than the first business day following the date of
publication.

{(6) The number of copies printed, and the quality of paper used, shall
be ag provided in the joint rules and as further determined by the joint
committee on legislative organization.

SEcTION 2. This act shall take effect January 1, 1967.
