CHAPTER 26, LAWS OF 1967

AN ACT to repeal, renumber, amend, reenact and create various provisions
of the statutes and session laws for the purpose of correcting errors,
supplying. omissions, clarifying language, correcting titles of depart-
ments, officers and. institutions, correcting references, renumbering
for better location and arrangement, eliminating duplications and un-
necessary and obsolete provisions, reconciling: conflicts and repelling
unintended repeals (Revisor’s Correction Bill).

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly,
do enact as follows:
