The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do enact as

347.48 (3) of the statutes is created to read:
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CHAPTER 337 968

347.48 (3) MANDATORY USE BY RULE; PROHIBITED. The division may not, by
rule, require directly or indirectly the wearing of safety belts or shoulder harnesses.
