Notwithstanding any provision of this subchapter and any rule 
adopted thereunder except s. 45.79 (3) and any rules adopted thereunder, refinancing the 
balance due on an indebtedness which was incurred to purchase or construct a home, 
using the proceeds of state debt contracted under s. 45 .79 (6) (a) at any time after Decem-
ber 31, 1983, if the veteran or the veteran and the veteran's spouse applied to the depart-
ment for a loan under s. 45.79 to purchase or construct a home located or to be located 
on the land on which the home financed with the debt to be refinanced is located, if, in 
August 1983, the department returned the application to the authorized lender who 
originated it solely because the department could not finance the loan from the fund 
under s. 18 .08, if the authorized lender did not subsequently resubmit the loan to the 
department under s. 45.79, if the purchase or start of the construction of the home oc-
curred in 1983 and if the attorney general, under s. 165.015 (3), determines that the refi-
nancing is permissible under 26 USC 103A and the regulations thereunder . Any refi-
nancing loan made by the department under this subdivision is subject to this 
subchapter .
