If a security interest in
a previously certificatedrehicle, as defined in section
342.281,1997 stats., was creatduljt was unperfected
prior to June 1, 1966, under any lawstln state other
thanchapter 342 of the statutes, the security interest may
be perfected under chapter 342 of the statutes, but such
perfectiondates only from the date on which the depart
mentof transportation receives the application for a new
certificateof title showing the security interest.
