The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTion 1. 453.03 (2) of the statutes is amended to
read:

453.03(2) The examining board shall promulgate
rulesrequiring training and continuing educationfsuf
cientto assure competency of veterinarians and veteri
nary technicians in the practice of veterinangdicine,
includingthe use, handling, distributioand disposal of
pesticides.

SecTioN 4. 453.062 of the statutes is created to read:

(2) CoNTINUING EDUCATION. (&) Except aprovided
in sub. (3), the examining board may not renexeterk

hascompleted, during the preceding 2-ydiaensure
period, at least 30 hours of continuing education-pro
gramsor courses approved by the examining board.

(b) Except as provided in suf8), the examining
boardmay not renew geterinary technician certification
unlessthe applicant certifies thae or she has completed,
duringthe precedin@-year certification period, at least
15 hours of continuing education programs or courses
approvedoy the examining board.

(c) If any complaint is made against a veterinarian or
veterinarytechnician, the examining board may require
theveterinarian or veterinary technician to submit proof
of the continuing education programs or courseshbat
or she has completed during the preceding 2-year-licen
sureor certification period.

(3) ExcepTions. (a) Subsection (2) (a) and (b) does
not apply to an applicant who applies to renew a license
or certification that expires on the first expiration date
afterinitial issuance of the license or certification.

(b) The examining board may waive the require
mentsof sub. (2) (a) or (b) if it finds that exceptiomat
cumstancesuch aprolonged iliness, disabilityr other
similar circumstances, have prevented an applicant from

narylicense unless the applicant certifies that he or shemeetingthe requirements.
