Ins 1.01 Premiums and surplus refunds for accident and health
benefits. (1) Scorm. Thig rule shall apply to all contracts issued by
fraternal benefit societies which provide any type of accident and
health or total and permanent disability benefits as authorized in
section 208.162, Wig. Stats.

(2) PREMIUMS TO BE REASONABLE, The premiums charged for acci-
dent and health benefits shall be reasonable in relation to the benefits
promised. Benefits will be considered ‘“amply provided for” in com-
pliance with section 208.15 (2), Wis. Stats,, if the premiums are
determined in accordance with reasonable actuarial assumptions as
to morbidity, persistency, interest, and expenses and with sound
actuarial margins.

(2) SurrLus REFUNDS. Any surplus developed in excess of reason-
able funding requirements as to contingency and solvency of the
society shall be refunded to certificate holders in a reasonably equita-
ble manneyr, The society shall maintain adequate reeords by certificate
clagses so that experience and vefundable surplus may be determined
with reasonable equity.

Note: Morbidity tables which will be consldered as providing data based
on reasonable actuarial assumptions are: Tables based on recent Soclety
of Actuaries reports regarding experience under individual disability policies
or under individual medical expense policies, actual credible morbidity experi-
ence ‘of the soclety providing the benefits, or other credible industry
experience.
