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(f) A new wastewater treatment plant is also being constructed by the
grantee,

(11) CoMPLIANCE WITH ENVIRONMENTAL LAWS. That the treatment
works will comply with ali pertinent requirements of federal, state, and
local environmental laws and regulations.

(12) ProcureMEeNT. That the applicant has complied or will comply
with the applicable provisons of NR 128.14 with respect to procurement
actions,

(13) FunpasLe capactTy, That the eligible costs do not include costs
allocable to the transportation and/or treatment of sewage in excess of
the fundable capacity as determined in NR 128.06 (1) and (2).

(14) LIMITATIONS ON PROJECT COSTS PRIOR TO AWARD. That costs of
project construction work performed prior to the approved date of initi-
ation of construction established in the grant agreement shall not be
eligible, provided, however, that costs of pre-award professional and
consultant services and bid advertisement publication, as approved by
the department, shall be eligible. The department may authorize pay-
ment, in conjunction with the first award of grant assistance for all pre-
award allowable step 1 and step 2 project costs in the following cases,
provided that such payment has not been previously made through
other sources of funding:

{a) Step 1 or Step 2 work begun after October 31, 1974, but hefore
June 30, 1975, in accordance with an approved plan of study or an ap-
proved facilities plan, as appropriate, but only if a grant is awarded
before April 1, 1981. If the first grant applied for is step 3, then the ready
to allocate grant funds notice must be issued before April 1, 1981,

(b) Step 1 or step 2 work begun before November 1, 1974, but only if a
grant is awarded before April 1, 1980, If the first grant applied for is step
3, then the ready to allocate grant funds notice must be issued before
April 1, 1980.

(¢) In those cases where the first award of grant assistance has been
made prior to April 1, 1980, the grantee may, by December 31, 1980, file
a grani amendment requesting department approval under this subsec-
tion of prior step 1 or step 2 costs.

(15) WATER CONSERVATION PROGRAM, That for a step 3 grant, an ap-
provable plan and schedule for implementing the flow reduction mea-
sures deemed to ba cost-effective in accordance with NR 110.08 (2} (k)
has been submitted by the applicant. This requirement only applies to
ll}gojectss for which state or federal step 1 grant was awarded after May

, 1978,

NR 128,12 Grant conditions. Each treatment works grant shall be
subject to the foliowing conditions:

(1) NoN-STATE CONSTRUCTION c0sTS, The grantee agrees to pay the
non-state or federal costs of treatment works construction associated
with the project and commits itself to complete the construction of the
treatment works.
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(2) SERvICE AREAS. The grantee agrees to provide timely sewerage ser-
vice to all users within the delineated service area except in areas where
annexation is refused, pursuant to s. 144,07 (1m), Stats.

(3) ProcureEMeNT. The grantee and party to any subagreement shall
comply with all applicable provisions of NR 128.14. The department
may make appropriate review of grantee procurement methods from
time to time,

(4) Accrss. The grantee must insure that department representatives
will have access to the project work whenever it is in preparation or pro-
gress. The grantee must provide proper facilities for such aceess and in-
spection. The grantee must allow the department or any authorized rep-
resentative to have access to any books, documents, plans, reporis,
papers, and other records of the contractor which are pertinent to the
project for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, copies
and transcriptions. The grantee must insure that a party to a subagree-
ment will provide access to project work, sites, documents, and records.

(5) ConsTRuctioN INsPECTION. In the case of any project involving
step 3, the grantee will provide and maintain adequate construction in-
spection of the project to insure that the construction conforms with the
approved plans and specifications.

(6} PROJECT INFFIATION AND COMPLETION, The grantee agrees to expe-
ditiously initiate and complete the project or cause it to be constructed
and completed in aceordance with the grant agreement and application,
including any project schedule approved by the department. Failure of
the grantee to promptly initiate step 1, 2, or 3 project construction may
result in termination of the grant.

(7) Copies oF coNTRACT DOCUMENTS. In addition to notifying the de-
partment of any project changes, the grantee shall promptly submit to
the department a copy of any prime contract or modification of it and of
revisions to plans and specifications.

. {8) Prosecr cuangEs. {a) The grantee shall obtain prior written ap-
proval by the department for:

1. Project changes which may:

- (¢) No approval of a project chaﬁgé shall obligate the state of Wiscon-
sin to increase the amount of the grant or payments made under a grant
agreement unless a grant increase is also approved under NR 128,18,
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This does not preciude submission or consideration of a request for a
grant amendment.

(9) OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE. {a) The grantee must make provi-
sions satisfactory to the depariment for assuring economic and effective
operation and maintenance of treatment works, The grantee must fol-
low a plan of operation approved by the department.

{b} As a minimum, such plan shall inciude provision for:
1. An operation and maintenance manual for each facility;
2. An emergency operating and response program;

3. Properly trained management, operation and maintenance person-
nel;

4, Adequate budget for operation and maintenance;

5. Operational reports;
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
