HEA 3.01 Terms of loans (1) ANNUAL LIMIT. (a) The total of guaran-
teed loans made to a student in any academic year or its equivalent may
not exceed $2,500 for an undergraduate student; $5,000 for a giaduate
student; $7,600 for a student enrolled in a school of pharmacy; or $10,000
for a graduate student enrolled in a school of medicine, osteopathy, den-
tistry, veterinary medicine, optometry, podiatry or public health.

(b) No student shall be eligible to borrow a total of more than the
annual maximums set forth in (a} through any combination of 2 or more
student loan programs under which federal interest benefits are paid, i.e.,
Wisconsin state student loan, Wisconsin guaranteed student loan, united
student ald fund, and federal insured student loan.

(2) AGGREGATE LIMITS, The aggregate unpaid principal balance of
such loans shall not exceed $15,000 in the case of a graduate or profes-
sional student or $7,500 in the case of any other student.

(3) INTEREST. Loans made will bear interest at the rate of 7% per an-
num on the unpaid principal balance beginning on the date the check is
written and continuing until the loan is paid in full.

HEA 3.03 Financial need. The financial need of the student shall be de-
termined by the financial aid officer at the institution in which the stu-
dent is enrolled or accepted for enrollment and certified to the board by
the financial aid officer. A student shall be deemed to have financial need
if that student is eligible to receive federal interest benefits, The amount
of a student’s loan may not exceed the difference between the estimated
cost of the student’s attendanece at the institution {which, for purposes of
this section, means the cost for the period for which the loan is sought, of
tuition, fees, room and board, and other reasonable supporting expenses)
and any student aid reasonably available or awarded to the student. The
board reserves the right to assess the student’s financial need in cases it
determines to be exceptional and unusual.

HEA 3.04 Appeal rights for student loan borrowers. In the event that a
student loan borrower reguests a reduced payment arrangement, a finan-
cial statement shall be provided to the board, In the event that the bor-
rower is not satisfied with the resulting payment arrangement, the fol-
lowing appeal steps are available:

(1) The initial decision may be appealed in writing to the director-
bureau of collections,
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__(2) If the borrower is dissatisfied with the bureau director’s decision or
if the bureau director does not respond within 15 days, the borrower may
then appeal in writing to the administrator-division of management
services.

(3) If the borrower is dissatisfied with the division administrator’s de-
cision or if the division administrator does not respond within 15 days,
Ehe bé)rrower may then appeal in writing to the executive secretary of the

oard. ’

{4) If the borrower is dissatisfied with the executive secretary’s deci-
sion or if the executive secretary does not respond within 15 days, the
borrower may then appeal to the higher educational aids board.
