Validation shall consist of affixing a depart-
mental decal to the permit holder’s valid Wisconsin deer hunting license,
corresponding back tag and permit. Failure to follow the validation pro-
cedure by using one of the following methods invalidates the permit:

(a) Validation by mail. The applicant may mail his or her valid current
combination back tag-carcass tag and antlerless permit to the DNR, Box
7924, Madison, WI 53707 no later than the first Friday in November.
The department shall validate and affix a validation decal on the back
tag-carcass tag and permit and return the material to the applicant with
an additional validation decal which the applicant shall affix to his or her
current Wisconsin deer hunting license, or

(b) Validation in person. The applicant may present his or her valid
current Wisconsin deer hunting license, combination back tag-carcass
tag and antlerless permit in person to a department office during normal
work hours. Prior to the opening of the deer gun season, the department
shall validate and affix a validation decal to the hunting license, back tag

and permit.

(5) PERMIT AUTHORITY. No person may hunt antlerless deer in deer
management units 67, 70, 70A, T0B, 70E or 71 unless he or she is in pos-
session of a current valid antlerless permit, hunting license, back tag and

carcass tag.

(6) BAG LiMIT. The permit shall authorize the use of the holder’s cur-
rent valid Wisconsin deer hunting license, back tag and careass tag for
the killing of one antlerless deer in the deer management unit designated
on the permit or the limit specified for areas not requiring a permit.

NR 10.116 Deer hunting hunter’s choice permit. (1) FINDING. The natu-
ral resources board finds that an additional harvest of deer in the amount
established by s. NR 10.01 (3) (e) 9.e. is necessary to properly manage
the deer herd in the state.

(2) APPLICATION AND PERMIT ISSUANCE. Permits may be issued only to
persons duly applying on application blanks furnished by the depart-
ment, who are in possession of a valid current Wisconsin deer hunting
license. Application must be postmarked no later than the first Friday in
October. Validation of applications will be made by random selection
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(¢) Permit application procedures. Any person possessing a valid hunt-
ing license authorizing the hunting of game birds may apply for a turkey
hunting permit as follows:

1. Application shall be made on forms provided by the department.

2. All application forms must be postmarked no later than October 1 to
be considered for the succeeding wild turkey hunting season.

3. If a maximum of 2 persons wish to hunt together, each must com-
plete an application form for individual permits and submit them to-
gether in a single envelope clearly marked “‘group application”. Such
group application shall be treated as one application for purposes of ran-
dom selection or consideration for a permit. Preference may be requested
by group applicants provided both individuals are eligible under par. (b).

(d) Random selection. If the number of applications for permits exceed
the available number of permits as determined under this section, suc-
cessful applicants shall be determined by random selection.

(e) Permit and tag restriciions. 1. Permit and carcass tags issued under
this section are only valid for the zone and time period indicated on the
permit.

2. Permits or carcass tags issued under this section may not be trans-
ferred to or used by any person other than the permittee.

(2) TAGGING PROCEDURE, (a) Carcass tag use. When a wild turkey is
killed and before it is carried by hand or transported in any manner, the
hunter shall:

1. Validate the permit by tearing or cutting out notches on the carcass
tag designating the day of kill. Failure to follow the validation procedure
in this manner invalidates the permit.

2. Completely attach and seal the carcass tag, utilizing its own adhe-
sive, around the leg of the turkey.

(b) Transportation and possession. No person may possess or transport
a wild turkey unless the person has lawfully killed and tagged it.

(3) REGISTRATION. A person who possesses a wild turkey shall exhibit
and register the bird at a department registration no later than 3:00 p.m.
on the day killed. The department shall affix a registration tag to law-
fully tak((ajn wild turkeys and the tag shall be kept until the turkey meat is
consumed.

(4) RESTRICTIONS. No person may hunt wild turkeys:

(a) By any means other than a shotgun or muzzle-loading shotgun
fired from the shoulder or a bow and arrow.

(b) With the aid of recorded bird calls or sounds or electrically ampli-
fied imitations of bird calls or sounds.

(c) With the aid of dogs.

(d) With live decoys for the purposes of enticing wild turkeys.

NR 10.27 Deer hunting in state parks. Open seasons for deer are estab-
lished on state-owned lands in the following state parks as hereinafter set
forth pursuant to s. 29.57 (4), Stats., in accordance with the open season
established by s. NR 10.01 (3)(e) in the respective season zone in which
such park is located, except for areas closed to deer hunting.

(1) Muzzle-loader season only; Governor Dodge state park, Blue
Mound state park and Perrot state park.

(2) Gun season and December bow and arrow season only: Rock Island
state park, Newport state park, Big Bay state park recreation area, Tus-
cobia-Park Falls state trail, Elroy-Sparta state trail, Mirror Lake state
park recreation area; Hartman Creek state park, Devil's Lake state
park, Interstate state park, Wildeat Moutain state park and Willow
River state park and Kinnickinnic state park.

(3) Bow and arrow season except for the December bow and arrow
season; Buckhorn state park.

(4) In all other state parks there is no open season for hunting deer.
