ILHR 8.05 Petitions for variance, (1) PROCEDURE, The department shall
consider and may grant a variance to an administrative rule upon receipt
of a fee and a completed petition for variance form from the owner, pro-
vided an equivalency is established in the petition for variance which
meets the intent of the rule being petitioned. The department may im-
pose specific conditions in a petition for variance to promote the protec-
tion of the health, safety or welfare of the employes or the public. Viola-
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tion of those conditions under which the petition for variance is granted
constitutes a violation of these rules.

(2) PETITION PROCESSING TIME. Except for priority petitions, the de-
partment shall review and make a determination on a petition for vari-
ance within 30 business days of receipt of all ealeulations, documents and
fees required to complete the review. The department shall process prior-
ity petitions within 10 business days.

. ILHR 8.06 Inspeciions. (1) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS. The authorized
inspectors of the departiment, upon presenting appropriate credentials to
the owner, operator or agent in charge, are authorized to:

(a) Enter without delay and at reasonable times any factory, plant,
establishment, construction site, or other area, workplace or environ-
ment where work is performed by an employe of an employer; and

(b) Inspect and investigate during regular working hours and at other
reasonable times, and within reasonably limits and in a reasonable man-
ner, any such place of employment and all pertinent conditions, struc-
tures, machines, apparatus, devices, equipment, and materials therein,
and to question privately any such employer, owner, operator, agent or
employe.

(2) REPRESENTATION. The inspector, before making an inspection,
shall contact the employer or employers representative who shall be
given an opportunity to accompany the inspector during the physical
inspection of any workplace under sub. (1).

Note #5: The department policy is not to give advance notice but in the scheduling and in
the act of inspeeting it may not always be pessible to avoid advance notice or to obtain accom-
paniment, but otherwise these rules will be diligently obser\'ed._

offense,
