(2) “Properly restrained’ means fastened in a manner prescribed by
the manufacturer of a child restraint system.

(8) “Safety belt” means a seal belt or a seat belt combined with a
shoulder harness meeting federal motor vehicle safety standard number
20}81,' find which is designed to restrain the body of a person in a motor
vehicle.

(4) “"Resident” means any person who is fegally domiciled in thisstate.

Trans 310.05 Exemptions (o the rufe. (1) A child who, because of a med-
ical condition, body size or a physical disability is incapable of being
transported in a child safety restraint systein, may be transported with-
out a safety restraint system or safety belt providing:

{a) A typewritten statement by a licensed physician attests to the fact
that the child may not, in the opinion of the physician, be safely trans-
ported in a child safety restraint system or safety helt.

(1})) The statement in par, (a) is dated not more than one year previ-
ously.

(e¢) The statement in par, (a) is on the physician’s letterhead or con-
tains a typewritten name, address and telephone number of the physi-
cian.

(d) The physician’s statement shall be carried in the vehicle transport-
ing the child.

{2) A child being transported in an emergency vehicle, when the vehi-
cle is being operated in the performance of official duties, may be trans-
ported without a child safety restraint system or safety belt when the
pt})ilysical or medical needs of the child make safety restraint unreason-
able.
