Opt 1.03 Gross incompetence. Gross incompetence, as that term is
used in s. 449.07 Stats., is defined as the failure to exercise that degree of
care and skill which is exercised by the average practitioner in the class
to which the optometrist belongs, acting in the same or similar circum-
stances. This definition specifically includes, without limitation because
of enumeration, the inability to proficiently operate the equipment and
instruments described in section Opt 7.03.
