HSS 116,01 Authornty and purpose. This chapter is promulgated under
the anthority of ss. 146.028 (4) and 227.11 (2), Stats,, to implement the
birth and developmental outcome monitoring program established by s.
146.028, Stats, The purpose of the program is to provide for;

* (1) Reporting to the department of information about adverse neona-
tal outcomes, birth defects, developmental disabilities and other severe
disabilities in children from birth to age 6;

(2) Analysis by the department of that inforn'aation§

(3) Dissemination by the department of that information in an aggre-
gate, non-identifying form for public pohcy formuiatlon and epldemio-
logical research uses; and

(4) Release by the department of that information in a form that spe-
cifically identiﬁes a child, but only to the following persons and agencies:

(a) The reportmg physician or nurse to verify the mformatlon,

(b) On request to the Wisconsin department of publie instruction to
ensure that the child receives services;

(¢} On request and with the :nformed consent of the parent or guard-
ian, to the local public health officer for follow-up care or for purposesof a
health, demographic or epxdemmloglcal mvestlgatlon,

(d) Cn requesi: and with the informed ‘consent of the parent or guard-
ian, to a representative of a federal or state agency for performance of a
legg.liy authorized functmn, but w1thout the name or address of the chlld
an

(e} To a researcher who has the informed consent of the parent or
guardian.

10-1-89,
HSS 116.02 Applicability. This chapter applies to:
(1) The department;

(2) A physician who is the primary treating physician of a child and
who makes a diagnosis or suspects with reasonable medical certainty
that the child has a reportable condition;

(8) A riurse when no physician has treated the child who, upon visiting
the child, knows or suspects with reasonable medlcal certamty that the
child has a reportable condition;

(4) Loeal public health officers who request reportable mformatlon
from the department about a child;
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(b) The Wisconsin department of public instruction when that agency
requests reportable information from the department;

(6) Any other state agency or any federal agency that requests report-
able information from the department;

(7) A child on whom reportable information is collected, maintained
and disclosed by the department; and

(8) The parent or guardian of the child on whom reportable informa-
tion_ is collected, maintained and disclosed by the department.

10-1-89,
HSS 116,03 Definitions. In this chapter:

(1) “Adverse neonatal outcome™ has the meaning prescribed in
s. 146.028 (1) (a), Stats., namely, one of the following resulting to a child
at birth or in the first month following birth:

(a) Birth weight of less than 2,500 grams;

{b) A condition of a chronic nature, including central nervous system
hemorrhage or infection of the central nervous system, whlch may result
in a need for leng-term care; or

{e) An apgar score of 3 or less at b minutes following birth,

(2) “Apgar score” has the meaning prescribed in s. 146.028 (1) (b),
Stats., namely, a numerical expression of the condmon of a newborn in-
fant which is the sum of points achieved after assessing the infant’s heart
rate, respiratory effort, muscle tone, reflex irritability and color, -

(3) “BDOMP report form” means the format provided by the depart-
ment for the purpose of reporting adverse neonatal outeomes, birth de-
fects, developmental disabilities and other severe disabilities_.

(4) “Birth and developmental outcome monitoring prograin" or
“BDOMP” means the program established by s. 146,028, Stats.

(b} “Birth defect” has the meaning preseribed in s. 146,028 (1) (c),
S}f;alt&s , namely, one or more of the folIowmg conditions resulting to a
chi

(a) A structura] deformatlon, being a primary structural defect that
results from a localized error of morphogenesis;

(b) A developmental malformation, being an alteration in shape and
stn,}:cture or of the shape or structure of a previously normally formed
part; or

{¢) A genetie, inherited or biochemical disease.

(6) “Case” means a child determined to have a particular adverse neo-
natal condition, birth defect, developmental disability or other severe
disability on the basis of clinical or laboratory criteria or both.

(7} “Center” means the department’s center for health statistics,

(8) “Child” has the meaning prescribed for “infant or child” in s
146.028 (1) (e), Stats., namely, a human from birth to the age of 6.
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(9} “Department" means the Wisconsin department of health and so-
cial services.

(10) “Developmental disability’”” means a dlsabrhty attributable to
brain injury, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, autism, mental retardation or an-
other neurological condition closely related to mental retardation or re-
quiring treatment similar to that required for mental retardation, which
has continued or can be expected to continue indefinitely and constitutes
a substantial handicap to the afflicted individual.

~{11) “Guardian™ has the meanmg preseribed in 8 48.02 (8} Stats,

(12) “Informed consent’ means the written consent of a parent or
guardian for disclosure of information from BDOMP data.

(18) “Local health officer” or “officer™ has the meamng prescrzbed ins.
143.01 (1), Stats.

(14) “Neonatal death” means a live born infant who dies before com-
pieting 28 days of life. . ‘

(15) “Normal variant” means a condrtron whrch is not, reportabIe be-
cause it appears in Appendix A. X , .

(16) “Nurse” means a person licenced as a nurse under ch 441 Stats

(17) “Other severe disability” has the meaning prescribed in 5.146.028
(1) (g), Stats,, namely, a severe sensory. impairment, sévere physical
handieap or developmental delay that results from injury, 1nfect|on or
disease, is ¢hronic in nature and requires long-term care,

(18) “Parent” has the meaning specified under s, 48, 02 (13), Stats,

(19) “Primary treating physician’ means a person licensed to practice
medicine or osteopathy under ch. 448, Stats., who is the first physician to
diagnose or suspect a reportable condition or to dragnose or suspect a
change in a reportable condition.

(20) “*Reportable condition’ means an adverse neenatal outeome,
birth defect, a developmental disability or any other severe disability. -

(21) “Suspected case”” means a child who, on the basis of recognized
medical testing and evaluation, is thought to have a particular adverse
neonatal condition, birth defeet, developmental disability or other se-
vereidisabrlrty, but the results of the testing and evaluation are not
conclusive. .

HSS 116,04 Reporting of severe disabilities. (1) CONDITIONS REQUIRING
A REFPORT. {(a) A report shall be submitted to the department ona chlld
who has any of the following conditions:

1. A birth weight of less than 2500 grams;

2. A condltron, including central nervous system hemorrhage or infec-
tion of the central nervous system, which may result in need for long-
term care;

3.At5 minutes following birth, an apgar score of 3 or less;

4. A structural deformatmn,
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b. A developmental malformation;
6. A genetie, inherited or biochemical disease;
7. A developmental disability;

8. An impairment of hearing or sight resulting from injury, infection or
disease, which is likely to require long-term care;

9. A physical impairment resuiting from injury, infection or disease,
which is likely to require long-term care; or

. 1_0. Delayed development due to an injury, infection or disease,'wh'ich
is likely to require long-term care, : -

(b) A normal variant when oceurring alone does not require a report.

{c) A report shall be submitted for a child who is diagnosed on or after
July 1, 1989, as having a reportable condition.

(2) RESPONSIBILITY FOR REPORTING. (a) The physician who is the pri-
mary treating physician for a child and whoe makes a diagnosis of a re-
portable condition in the ehild, or a nurse if no physician has treated the
child, shall report the condition to the center within 60 days after making
the diagnosis or determination or suspecting with reasonable medical
certainty that a child has a reportable condition. The report shall be
made in a format preseribed by the department. When revising the re-
port form, the department shall consult with representatives of data pro-
viders, including the Wisconsin hospital association and the Wisconsin
state medical society, as well as data users,

{b) A new report shall be submitted on a case whenever there is a new
diagnosis or determination of a condition or a change in the condition
related to the birth defect, adverse neonatal outcome or developmental
or other severe disability, .

(e) If a child is diagnosed as having, or is suspected of having, an ad-
verse neonatal outcome in the form of a weight of under 2,600 grams at
birth or an Apgar score of under 3 at 5 minutes after birth, with no other
condition reportable under this chapter, a birth certificate which indi-
cates the presence of this condition, properly completed and filed with
the state registrar, shall constitute a report for purposes of this chapter.

(d) If a neonatal death occurs with no other condition reportable
under this chapter or when the diagnosis is a normal variant if occurring
alone, no BDOMP report is required.

(3)AREPORT CONTENT AND FORMAT, (a) Fach report of a case or sus-
pected case shall include identifying, diagnostic, eausative if known, sys-
temid, notification and referral information, The diagnostic information
shalf inciude type of outcome or abnormality.

{b) Reports shall be submitted in writing or electronically on a mag-
netic diskette or magnetic tape, The center shall specify the physical
specifications for the data submittal media and a recommended format
for data submission,
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(4) TIMBLINESS OF REPORTS, A report shall be submitted to the center
within 60 days after a diagnosis or determination is made of the condi-
tion or, in the absence of a diagnosis or determination, the condition is
suspected with reasonable medical certainty,

{5) HANDLING OF REPORTS. (a) All reports shall be sent to the center,
The center shall review reports for completeness and accuracy, merge
duplicate reports and query reporting sources to substantiate unusual
data, resolve differences hetween inconsistent data and obtain missing or
incomplete data.

{b) All data revisions required as a result of the reviews performed
under par. (a) shall be corrected by the data provider and resubmitted to
the center within 10 ~working days after receipt of the notlﬁcatmn of un-
acceptable data.’

(c) The center shall code and enter data from the reports and shall
produce an annual report and summary tabulations and distribute them
ih accordance with 5,146,028 (3) (b) and (c), Stats., and to other data
users in strict adherence to the confidentiality reqmrements specnﬁed ins,
146.028. (5), Stats., and s, HSS 116.05.

HSS 116 05 Confidendiality. (1) RELEASE OF INF‘ORMATION (a) The de~
partment shall keep birth and developmental outcome monitoring re-
ports confidential and may release information from them only in accord-
ance w1th s. 146,028 (b), Stats., and following the procedures in sub. {(2).

(b) No summary tabulation in which birth and developmentai out-
come monitoring information is re]eased by the department may contam
any child-identifiable data. - '

(2) ACCESS TO. INFORMATION. (a) The department may only release
chl!d—ldentlﬁable data as follows: .

1. To the parent or guardian of a child on whom a report was submit-
ted. The center shall send the requested information to the parent or
guardian within 10 days following receipt of a written request. The cen-
ter may require verification of the identity of the requester;

2. To the local health officer for the place of residence of a child whose
eondition has been reported, upon a written request for information, The
local health officer may only receive information with the informed con-
sent of the parent or guardian and may only receive and disclose infor-
mation in order to render or coordinate necessary follow-up care or to
conduct a health, demographic or epidemiological investigation, The
center shall acknowledge the request within 10 days after receiving it and
shall furnish the requested information by the tenth day of the month
following receipt of the information under s, HSS 116.04 (1), The center
shall submit information to the officer once the informed consent of the
parent or guardian of the child identified is obtained by the center. The
furnished information shall be in either written or electronic form. The
center shall notify the parent or guardian that the information is being
released to the local health officer and the purpose for which it is released
on the same day that the information is released. The local public health
officer sha}}: destroy the information received no later than 365 days after -
receiving i
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3. To thé division of handicapped children and pupil services of the

Wisconsin department of public instruction, upon written request This
information may only be used to ensure that necessary services are pro-
vided to the child. The center shall give information to the division of
handicapped children and pupil services under the terms of a written
agreement between the division and the center. The information shall be
in either written or electronie form. The center shall notify the parent or
guardian that the information i is being released to the division of handi-
capped children and pupil services on the same day that the information
is released to that division;

4. To a reporting physician or nurse for the purpose of ven{ymg infor-
mation’ reported by the physician or nurse; and

5. To any person requestmg information in writing for purposes pf le-
gitimate demographic, epidemiological, health or social services re-
search, The center shall furnish the requested information to the re-
searcher only if the informed, written consent of the parent or guardian
of the child is obtained by the center. The center shall review the nature
and purpose of a request. The center shall consult with qualified profes-
sionals in the course of its review. The center shall acknowledge the re-
quest within 10 days after receiving it, review it for approval and, if ap-
proved, furnish the information within 30 days after receipt of the
request except that if there is a delay in verifying a request, the center
shall notifiylr the requester of the delay and when the data will be fur-
nished if the request is approved. The center shall notify the parent or
guardian that the information is being released to the requester and the
purpose for which it is released on the same day that the information is
released to the requester .

(b) Any mformed consent of the parent or guardian required under
this subsection shall be in writing and shall contain the name of the re-
quester, the name of the child whose record is to be disclosed, the purpose
of or need for the disclosure, the specific information to be dlsclosed the
time period for which the consent is effective, the date on which the con-
sent document is signed and the signature of a parent or guardian.

{¢) The department may release child-identifiable information that
does not include the child’s name or address to a representative of a fed-
eral or state agency performing a legally authorized function of that
agency upon written request of the agency. This information shall be
disclosed only as necessary to perform the legally authorized function of
the agency. The ¢enter shall review and approve specific requests by an
agency for child-identifiable data to fulfill its statutory mandate. In its
written request, the agency shall provide the center with written statu-
tory evidence that the agency is performing its legally authorized func-
tion when using the requested data from the center. The information
shall be in either written or electronic form, The center shall notify the
parent or guardian that the information is being released to the agency
and the purpose for which it is released on the same day the information
is released to the agency. )

{8) CHARGES FOR REQUESTED INFORMATION. The center shall charge all
requesters-the total actual and necessary costs of producing the re-

quested information, obtaining the informed consent of the parent or

- guardian and informing the parent or guardian of the releasé of the
information.
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(4) DAra pESTRUCTION. Not later than 10 years after receiving a re-
port under s, HSS 116,04, the department shall delete from its files the
name of the child contained in the report.
