MINIMUM STANDARDS FOR PROPERTY SURVEYS
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A-E7.01 Scope. The minin_xum standards of this chapter apply to every
property survey performed in this state except:

(1) If other standards for property surveys are prescribed by statute,
administrative rule, or ordinance, and the standards are more restrlctzve
than those in this chapter, the more restrictive standards govern; and,

(2) The land surveyor and his or her client or employer may agree in a
signed statement to exclude any land surveying work from the require-
ments of this chapter except the preparation of a U.8, public land survey
monument record and a map of work performed, The map prepared by
the land surveyor for the client or employer shall include a note which
states that an agreement to exclude work from the requirements of this
chapter has been made, the names of the parties making the agreement
angha description in plain language of the requirements not complied
wi

A-E 7.02 Property survey, definition. In this chapter, “property survey”
means any land surveying which includes as one of its principal purposes
describing, monumenting, locating the boundary lines of or mapping one
or more parcels of land. The term includes the restoration, perpetuation
or reestablishment of a U.S. public survey ecorner.

A-E 7.03 Boundary lecation. Every property survey shall be made in
accordance with the records of the register of deeds as nearly as is practi-
cable. The surveyor shall acquire data necessary to retrace record title
boundaries such as deeds, maps, certificates of title and center line and
other boundary line locations. ‘The surveyor shall analyze the data and
make a careful determination of the position of the boundaries of the
parcel being surveyed. The surveyor shall make a field survey, traversing
and connecting monuments necessary for location of the parcel and coor-
dinate the facts of the survey with the analysis. The surveyor shall set
monuments marking the corners of the parcel uniless monuments already
exist at the corners. )

A-E 7.04 Deseriptions. Descriptions defining land boundaries written
for conveyance or other purposes shall be complete, providing unequivo-
cal identification of lines or boundaries. The description shall contain
necessary ties to adjoiners together with data and dimensions sufficient
{o enable the description to be mapped and retraced and shall deseribe
the land surveyed by government lot, recorded private claim, quarter-
quarter section, section, township, range and county and by metes and
bounds commencing with some corner marked and established by the
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U.S. public land survey; or, if the land is located in a recorded subdivi-
sion, a recorded addition to the subdivision, or recorded certified survey
map, then by the number or other deseription of the lot, block or sub-
division of the land which has been previously tied to a corner marked
and established by the U.S. public land survey.

. A-E 7.05 Maps. A map shall be drawn for every property survey show-
ing information developed by the survey. The map shall:

(1) Be drawn to a convenient scale;
(2) Be referenced as provided in s. 59.61, Stats.;

(3) Show the exact length and bearing of the boundaries of the parcels
surveyed. Where the boundary lines show bearings, lengths or locations
- which vary from those recorded in deeds, abutting plats, or other instru-
ments there shall be the following note placed along such lines, “recorded
as (show recorded bearing, length or lecation)’’;

(4) Describe all monuments used for determining the location of the
parcel and show by bearing and distance their relationship to the sur-
vieyed parcel and indicate whether such monuments were fouhd or
placed;

(6) Identify the person for whom the survey was made, the date of the
survey, and describe the parcel as provided in s. A-E 7.04;

(6) Bear the stamp or seal and signature of the land surveyor under
whose direction and control the survey was made with a statement certi-
fying that the survey is correct to the best of his knowledge and belief.

{7) Be filed as required by s. 59.60 (2), Stats.

A-E 7.06 Measurements. (1) Measurements shall be made with instru-
ments and methods capable of attaining the required accuracy for the
particular problem involved.

(2) The minimum aceuracy of linear measurements between points
shall be 1 part in 3,000 on all property lines of boundary or interior
survey.

(3) In a closed traverse the sum of the measured angies shall agree with
the theoretical sum by a difference not greater than 30 seconds per angle,
or the sum of the total angles may not differ from the theoretical sum by
more than 120 seconds, whichever is smaller,

(4) Any closed traverse depicted on a property survey map shall havea
latitude and departure closure ratio of less than 1 in 3,000.

(5} Bearings or angles on any property survey map shall be shown to
the nearest 30 seconds. Distances shall be shown to the nearest 1/100th

foot.

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A-E 7.07 Monuments. The type and position of monuments to be set on
any survey shall be determined by the nature of the survey, the perma-
nency required, the nature of the terrain, the cadastral features involved,
and the availability of material.

A-E 7.08 U.8, public land survey monument record. (1) WHEN MONU-
MENT RECORD REQUIRED. A U.S. public land survey monument record
shall be prepared and filed with the county surveyor’s office as part of any
land survey which includes or requires the perpetuation, restoration,
reestablishment or use of a U.S. public land survey corner, and,

(a) There is no U.S. public land survey monument record for the cor-
ner on file in the office of the county surveyor or the register of deeds for
the county in which the corner is located; or,

(b} The land surveyor who performs the survey accepts a location for
the U.S. public Jand survey corner which differs from that shown on a
T.S. public land survey monument record iiled in the office of the county
surveyor or register of deeds for the county in which the corner is located;
of,

(c) The witness ties or U,S. public land survey monument referenced in
an existing U.S. public land survey monument record have been de-
stroyed or disturbed.

(2) ForM REQUIRED. A U.S. public land survey monument record shail
be prepared on the hoard-approved form or on a form substantially the
same as the board-approved form which includes all the elements re-
quired by this section. A form used for this purpose shall be entitled,
“U.8. Public Land Survey Monument Record”’,

(3) MONUMENT RECORD REQUIREMENTS. A U.S. public land survey
monument record shall show the location of the corner and shall include
all of the following elements:

(a) The identity of the corner, as referenced to the U.S. public land
survey system;

(b) A description of any record evidence, monument evidence, occupa~
tional evidence, testimonial evidence or any other material evidence con-
sidered by the surveyor, and whether the monument was found or
placed:

(c) Reference ties to at least 4 witness monuments. Witness monu-
ments shall be conerete, natural stone, iron, bearing trees or other
equally durable material, except wood other than bearing trees;

(d) A plan view drawing depicting the relevant monuments and refer-
ence ties which is sufficient in detail to enable accurate relocation of the
corner monument if the corner monument is disturbed;

(e) A deseription of any material discrepancy between the location of
the corner as restored or reestablished and the location of that corner as
previously restored or reestablished;
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(f) Whether the corner was restored through aceeptance of an obliter-
ated evidence location or a found perpetuated location;

(g) Whether the corner was reestablished through lost-corner-propor-
tionate methods;

{(h) The directions and distances to other publie land survey corners
which were used as evidence or used for proportioning in determining the
corner location; and,

(i) The stamp and signature or seal and signature of the land surveyor
under whose direction and control the corner location was determined
and a statement certifying that the U.S. public land survey monument
Eeciprfd is correct and complete to the best of his or her knowledge and

elief,
