RECIPROCITY OF LICENSES

BC 8.01 Reciprocity

BC 8.01 Reciprocity. (1) The board may grant a license
to practice barbering and cosmetology, aesthetics, elec-
trology or manicuring without examination to a licensee of
another state provided that the following conditions are
met.,

(a) The board has entered into a written reciprocal
agreement with the licensing authority of another state,
where the education and services practiced are substan-
tially equivalent to those in Wisconsin; and

(b) The applicant holds a current license in the other
jurisdiction; and

(c) The applicant pays the appropriate fee as indicated
in s. 440.05, Stats.

Note: The board may issue a license by endorsement to an applicant who
meets the criteria of s. 454.13, Stats.
