Phar 2.01 Qualifications. An applicant for licensure as a pharmacist 
may be admitted to examination under ch. 450, Stats., if the applicant: 

( 1) Has been graduated from a school or college of pharmacy approved 
by the board. Deficiencies may be removed by satisfactory completion of 
the required program of study in a school or college of pharmacy ap­
proved by the board. 

(2) Has completed an internship program approved by the pharmacy 
internship board under s. 450.045, Stats.

Phar 2.02 Application procedure. (1) Each applicant shall submit a com­
pleted notarized application no later than 30 days prior to the examina­
tion date on forms provided by the board. The application shall include: 

(a) The signature of the applicant. 

(b) A statement from the dean of the school of pharmacy or the 
academic records office of the respective educational institution that the 
applicant has graduated from the pharmacy school. 

(c) A recent notarized photograph. 

(d) The fees specified under s. 440.05 (1), Stats. 

(2) Any change of name made prior to admission to examination shall 
be supported by an affidavit satisfactory to the board.

Phar 2.03 Examinations. (1) An applicant for licensure as a pharmacist 
is required to pass the examinations identified ins. Phar 4.02 (1), (2), ( 4) 
and 5. 

(2) The coverage and conduct of examinations administered by the 
board are specified in ch. Phar 4. 

(3) An applicant may request to take the NABPLEX and federal law 
examinations in another licensing jurisdiction at the time the applicant is 
eligible to take the NABPLEX in Wisconsin if the board is notified in 
writing not less than 30 days in advance of the examinations and autho­
rizes the transfer of those grades to the board. 

( 4) An applicant for licensure as a pharmacist may not be admitted to 
the NABPLEX or the federal law examination before that uniform test 
date which is immediately before completion of the applicant's intern­
ship. Except as provided in sub. (5), an applicant may not be admitted to 
the state law examination or the laboratory practical examination before 
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the test date which immediately follows completion of the applicant's 
internship. 

(5) An applicant may make a written request for early admittance to 
the state law examination and laboratory practical examination if the 
applicant's internship completion date is within 15 days of the scheduled 
examination date. However, an applicant shall successfully complete an 
approved internship program and all other requirements before a license 
to practice may be issued.
