WCD 30.01 Forest protection districts, intensive. The following 
described lands shall be and are established as intensive forest pro­
tection districts. 

(1) DISTRICT 1. (a) Bayfield county. All lands outside of the 
limits of incorporated cities and villages. 

(b) Douglas county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities and villages. 

(2) DISTRICT 2. (a) Barron county. All lands outside of the limits 
of incorporated cities and villages in: Township 36 north, ranges 10, 
12, 13 and 14 west. 

(b) Burnett coun ty. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
citi es and villages in Burnett county except: Township 37 north, 
range 18 west; Township 37 north, range 19 west, sections 1, 12, 13, 
24, 25 and 36; Township 38 north, range 18 west, south one-half; 
Township 38 north, range 19 west, sections 23, 24, 25, 26, 35 and 36. 

( c) Polk county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities and villages in: Township 36 North, Range 20 West; Township 
36 North, Range 19 West, Sections 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 16, 17, 18, 
19, 20, 21, 29, 30, 31, and 32; such portions of Sections 15, 22, 28 and .,-I(. 
33 lying west of what is commonly known as the Old St. Croix Falls 
Road, a public highway. All of Townships 36 North, Ranges 15, 16 
and 17 West lying north of Sta te Trunk Highway 48 and lying east 
of State Trunk Highway 35. All of Townships 37 North, Ranges 15, 
16 and 17 West lying east of State Trunk Highway 35. 

(d) Washburn county. All lands outside of the limits of incor­
porated cities and villages. 

(3) DISTRICT 3. (a) Iron county. All lands outside of the limits of 
incorporated cities and villages. 

(b) Vilas county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities and villages. 

(4) DISTRICT 4. (b) Langlade county. All lands outside of the 
limits of incorporated cities and villages. 

(c) Marathon county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities and villages in: Township 26 north, ranges 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 
east; Township 27 north, range 6 east, except sections 19, 20, 29, 
30, 31 and 32; Township 27 north, ranges 7, 8, 9 and 10 east; Town-
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ship 28 north, range 6 east, east one-third; Township 28 north, range 
7 east, except those lands lying easterly of the Wisconsin river and 
the Big Rib river in sections 1, 2, 3, 11, 12, 13, 14 and 24. 

(d) Shawano county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities ai:;id villages in: Township 26 north, ranges 11, 12 and 13 east; 
Township 27 north, ranges 11, 12 and 13 east; Township 28 north, 
ranges 11, 12, 13 and 14 east; Township 29 north, ranges 11 and 12 
east. 

( 5) DISTRICT 5. (a) Florence county. All lands outside of the 
limits of incorporated cities and villages. / 

(b) Forest county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities and villages in: Township 37 north, range 16 east. 

(c) Marinette county. All lands outside of the limits of incorporated 
cities and villages.

(2) The regulntions prov.icled in this section shall be put into effect 
by posting of p1·oper notices of such l'egulations within said extei1sive 
forest p1·otection districts, such posting being deemed by said com­
mission lo be the most fenslble way of notifying t11c public with.in the 
said e."'l:t<msive foroat p1·otectlon dist1•lcts that such regnla.tions are in 
efl'cct and such regulations shall i·emain in full force ai1d effect so 
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long as such posting shall continue or until this section is rescinded 
or modified by the state conservation commission of Wisconsin or by 
legislative action. 

WCD 30.04 Emergency fire regulations. Within the boundaries of 
the forest protection districts it shall be unlawful: (1) For any person 
or persons to build a camp fire in any manner except at authorized 
improved camp grounds or other places of habitation· unless he has 
first obtained a special permit from a duly appointed district forest 
ranger or other person delegated similar authority by the state con­
servation commission. 

(2) For any person or persons to smoke any pipe, cigarette, or 
cigar except at places of habitation, authorized improved camp 
grounds or in automobiles or vehicles operating on state or county 
highways, and such automobiles or vehicles shall be equipped on the 
inside of the body of such automobile or vehicle in each and every 
instance with a receptacle that will serve as an ash container, and no 
matches, ashes, burning tobacco or other burning material shall be
