Assembly Rule 26 (6)  No person may use a long−range electronic, mechanical

or other device to intercept a conversation within the chambers without the consent

of the assembly pursuant to a resolution specifying the dates and times that the

interception is allowed.  No person may broadcast or otherwise disclose such a

conversation intercepted by a long−range electronic, mechanical or other device

without the consent of the assembly pursuant to a resolution.  This subsection does

not prohibit the recording or broadcast of the proceedings of the assembly or of an

interview conducted with the consent of the person interviewed.".
