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302.385 (1)  The Joint Commission on Accreditation of Health Care

Organizations, the American Medical Association, the American Dental Association,

the American Correctional Association, the National Commission on Correctional

Health Care, the American Public Health Association or the American Nurses’

Association.

(2)  Any other nationally recognized standard formulating organization, if the

standards are comparable to the standards formulated by an organization specified

in sub. (1).".

2.  Page 5, line 20: after �probationer" insert �in writing".
