At the locations indicated, amend the amendment as follows:

1. Page 1, line 7: after that line, on page 1, line 8, of the material inserted by

assembly amendment 2 to assembly amendment 4, after “(2m)” insert “(a)”.

2. Page 1, line 7: after that line, on page 2, line 2, of the material inserted by
assembly amendment 2 to assembly amendment 4, delete the last quotation mark

and the last period.

3. Page 1, line 7: after that line, after the material inserted by assembly
amendment 2 to assembly amendment 4, insert:

“(b) The department may not base its determination under sub. (2) (a) or (b) on
a mining operation unless the department determines, based on relevant data from
groundwater or surface water monitoring and, if there is in existence an advisory

body on metallic mining created by the governor under s. 14.019, after consultation
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with and advice from that body, that the mining operation has not caused significant
environmental pollution, as defined in s. 293.01 (4), from acid drainage at the tailings

site or at the mine site or from the release of heavy metals.”.
