1. Page 4, line 6: delete lines 6 and 7 and substitute “procedures,
requirements,”.

3. Page 11, line 19: delete the material beginning with that line and ending
with page 13, line 3.

4. Page 15, line 3: delete lines 3 to 17.

9. Page 17, line 9: delete the material beginning with that line and ending with
line 20.

6. Page 17, line 21: delete that line and substitute:

“SECTION 36m. 30.10 (2) of the statutes is amended to read:
30.10 (2) STrEAMS. Except as provided under-sub.(4)(e)-and (d) in ss. 30.215

and 30.263 (1), all streams, sloughs, bayous and marsh outlets, which are navigable
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in fact for any purpose whatsoever, are declared navigable to the extent that no dam,
bridge or other obstruction shall be made in or over the same without the permission

of the state.”.

7. Page 17, line 22: delete the material beginning with that line and ending
with page 18, line 5.

8. Page 18, line 9: substitute “30.10” for “30.035”.

9. Page 18, line 12: substitute “30.102” for “30.09”.

10. Page 18, line 14: substitute “30.102” for “30.09”.

11. Page 27, line 3: on lines 3 and 12, substitute “30.285” for “30.095”.

12. Page 27, line 15: substitute “30.285” for “30.095”.

13. Page 48, line 13: before “Except” insert “(1)”.

14. Page 48, line 18: after that line insert:

“(2) The department shall promulgate rules that describe the kinds of scientific

evidence that may be used to show that a farm drainage ditch was a navigable stream

before ditching for purposes of this section.”.

15. Page 53, line 2: delete “30.095,”.

16. Page 119, line 13: delete lines 13 to 18.
