5.02 (6e) “Governmental identification card” means a current, valid
identification card issued to an elector by the federal government, by a municipality
in this state, or by a public library in this state that contains a photograph of the
elector or, in the case of an identification card issued by a public library, that requires

the elector to maintain his or her photograph on file with the issuer.”.
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4. Page 4, line 13: after “service,” insert “another governmental identification

card,”.

5. Page 7, line 23: after that line insert:

“SECTION 8w. 6.37 of the statutes is created to read:

6.37 Verification of photographs not appearing on library cards. The
board shall promulgate rules that require the maintenance of records concerning the
use of identification cards issued by public libraries in this state that do not contain
photographs on the face of the cards and verification of the identities of electors using

those cards.”.

6. Page 8, line 5: after “service,” insert “another governmental identification

7. Page 9, line 5: after “service,” insert “another governmental identification

8. Page 10, line 18: after “service,” insert “another governmental identification

9. Page 11, line 15: after “service,” insert “another governmental identification

10. Page 14, line 3: after “service,” insert “another governmental

identification card,”.

11. Page 15, line 2: after “service,” insert “another governmental

identification card,”.
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12. Page 31, line 10: after “service,” insert “another governmental

identification card,”.
