Whereas,Jerry graduated froMest De Pere High School, served his country for three years
during World War 1l in the United States Navyand then enrolled at the University of
Wisconsin—Plattevillewhere he earned a Bachelor of Science degree; and

WhereasJerry married Joan Kaufman, who preceded him in death in 1985, and then later
married Karen Bauknecht, who provided constant care and support through his journey with
Alzheimer’s;and

Whereas,Jerry taught school for two years and then entered the construction business, where
hewas a foreman for 25 years with Selmer Construction; and

Whereaswhile at Selmer Construction, Jerry became involved in a local zoning issue and
decidedto run for the dice of Ashwaubenon town supervisavhich led to a distinguished career
in public service that spanned more than 30 years; and

Whereas,Jerry represented the 30th Senate district as a Democrat from 1976 twa992,
electedthe Senatg’assistant majority leadend was known for hebility to compromise and work
with people on both sides of the issues; and

Whereasafter losing his Senate seat in 1992, Jerry returned to Ashwaubenon and remained
activein local politics and community groups such as Syble Hopp School and Miracle League
Baseball,and he participated in the Legacies Arts Project, which empowers individiihls
memoryimpairment to express themselves through creative means; and

Whereas,Jerry also enjoyed spending time wiiils dog Drake, playing bingo, and cheering
for the Packers and the Brewers; ndverefore, be it

Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That the members of the Mtonsin
legislaturedo commend Jerryaw Sistine for his devoted public service and his many contributions
to his communityexpress their sorrow at his death, and extend their condolences to his family and
friends;and
