February 5, 2020 - Introduced by COMMITTEE ON SENATE ORGANIZATION, by request
of Governor Tony Evers. Referred to Committee on Agriculture, Revenue and
Financial Institutions.

AN ACT to amend 93.40 (1) (g) of the statutes; relating to: grants to dairy

processing plants and making an appropriation.

Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

Under this bill, in awarding grants to dairy processing plants, the Department
of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection must give preference to small dairy
processing plants.  Under current law, DATCP promotes the growth of the dairy
industry through research, planning, and assistance by making grants to persons
operating dairy processing plants and making grants and loans to dairy producers.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

SECTION 1.  93.40 (1) (g) of the statutes is amended to read:

93.40 (1) (g)  Promote the growth of the dairy industry through research,

planning, and assistance, including grants and loans to dairy producers and grants

to persons operating processing plants.  In awarding grants to persons operating

processing plants, the department shall give preference to persons operating small

processing plants.

SECTION 2.0Fiscal changes.
