This bill appropriates $125,000 in fiscal year 2023-24 and $250,000 in fiscal
year 2024-25 for the Department of Transportation’s Drug Evaluation and
Classification Program. The program provides training for law enforcement officers
and others in the recognition of drug influence and impairment.

(1) This act takes effect on the day after publication, or on the 2nd day after
publication of the 2023-25 biennial budget act, whichever is later.
