consecutive terms; and

and Utilities; and

Whereas, while serving in the legislature, John Klenke authored and advocated

for various bills concerning energy policy and economic development; and

Whereas, John Klenke married Charlotte Klenke, his wife of 23 years, at Holy

Cross Catholic Church on February 26, 2000; and

Whereas, John Klenke was a loving father and grandfather to his six children

and 15 grandchildren; and

Whereas, John Klenke retired to Lake Martin in Dadeville, Alabama, where he

enjoyed spending time on the lake with his family; and

Whereas, John Klenke passed away peacefully on October 10, 2023, at the age

of 65; and

Whereas, John Klenke will be best remembered for his love and devotion to his

Catholic faith and to his family, as well as for his accomplished career in both the

private sector and the Assembly; now, therefore, be it
