stable, village marshal, police officer or agent of any humane society may remove, shelter 
and care for any horse or other,animal found to be cl'uelly exposed to the weather, starved, 
neglected 01' abandoned, and may deliver such animal to another person to be sheltered, 
cared for and given medical attention, if necessary; but in all cases the owner, if known, 
shall be immediately notified j and such officer, or other person, having possession of the 
animal shall have a lien thereon for its care, keeping and med:cal attention and the ex­
pense of notice. 

(2) If ihe owner or custodian be unknown and cannot with reasonable effort be ascer­
tained, or shall not within five days after notice redeem such animal by paying the ex­
penses incurred as aforesaid, it may be treated as an estray and dealt with as such. 

(3) ,\Vhenever in tlle opinion of any such officer an animal is hopelessly injured 01' 
diseaRed so as to be beyond the prohability of recovery it shall be lawful for such officer 
to kill such animal and the oWller thereof shall not recover damages for the killing of 
such animal unless he shall prove that such killing was unwarranted. 

175.04 Running at large in streets. Live stock 01' poultry shall not be permitted 
to run at large upon the streets or public g'rounds of any city. 

171).05 Time of filing indorsed on telegrams delivered. (1) Every person, firm 01' 
corporation operating a telegraph line 01' lines in this state shall, without extra charge 
therefor, cause to be written, stamped or printed in a conspicuous place upon the ad­
dressee's copy of each telegram originating at and destined to a point within this state, 
the hour and minute of the day in which t.he copy of such telegram was filed or left with 
such person, firm 01' corporation for transmission and the hour and minute of the day 
when such telegram was received in the office of such persoll, firm 01' corporation at its 
destina tion.

175.07 Private detectives not to act without license; penalty for violation. (1) No 
person shall act or hold himself out as a private detective, private police, or private g'uard, 
nor shall any person solicit business or perform any service in this state as a private de· 
tective, private police, 01' private guard, or receive any fees 01' compensation whatever for 
acting as private detective, private police or private guard for any person, firm 01' cor­
poration, without first having obtained the license and filed the hond provided for in 
this section. No person shall be licensed under this section unless he is a ci tizen of the 
United States and shall have resided in this state continuously for one year immediately 
preceding, but this shall not apply to the state manager of any private detective agency 
whose headquarters are outside of the state, when such agency shall satisfy the secretary of 
state of the necessity for employing a nonresident as state manager. 

(2) The term "private detective" shall include among others those persons known as 
inside shop operatives, that is, persons who do not undertake direct employment whether 
in shops 01' otherwise with the owner of a place of employmellt, but who are engaged by 
some iudependent agency to operate or work in such place of employment, and to render 
reports of activities in such place of employment, to such indepelldent agellCY, or to the 
owners of the place of employment under the direction of such independent agency, 

(3) The provisions of this section shall apply to copartnerships and corporations, ami 
to the agents, servants and employes of any copartnership or corporation or person. 
Every person, whether acting as a private detective, private police or private guard in his 
individual capacity, or as the agent, servant or employe of another, shall take out the li­
cense provided in suhsection (5) hereof, This section shall not apply to any detective 01' 

police officer of the state, or of any county, city, town or village, 01' persons employed by 
an officer of any village, city, county or state, in connection with matters affecting the vil­
lage, city, county 01' state, appointed or elected according to law, or to any officer, detective 
or watchman employed by railroad companies uncleI' the provisions of section 192.47, or hI 
any watchman privately employed. Persons regularly employed as private police in the 
policing of property of others hetween the hours of 6 :00 P. iYI. and 6 :00 A. 1\1:. are ex­
empted from the provisions of this section. Snrh persons shall be required to register 
their names, places of residence, and by whom employed with the village, town or city clerk, 
wherein such person resides and wherein such person is employed, and such village, town 
or city clerk shall maintain a permanent record, open to the public, of such persons so 
registered, and shall charge a fee of one dollar therefor, and no bond shall be required 01' 

other charges llad in connection with the registration for the perfol1llance of the ,,'ork of 
private police. 

(4) Any person intending to act as a private detective, private police, or private guard, 
for hire 01' reward, or to conduct the business of a private detective agency, 01' of any 
agency supplying private police, private guards, or to advertise or solicit any sucb business 
in this state, sllall first file with the secretary of state a written application duly signed and 
I'erifiecl. In case of an individual such application shall be signed and verified by the ap­
plicant for such license; in case of copartnership hy all of the individuals composiuD' such 
copartnership; and in rase of a corporation by the president 01' secretary and 11lalla~'er of 
snch corporation. Said application to receive consideration must be approved hy the fire 
ancl police commission of the city wherein the applicant proposes to conduct his hnsiness, 
01' by the ehief of police in cities where there is no fire and police commission, and in adr1i­
tion thereto by not less than five reputable citizens, freeholders of the county whe1't~in such 
city is located. All such approvals shall be in writing and shall be acknowledged before 
an officer authorized by law to take acknowledgments. Such application shall state the 
age, residence, present and previous occupation of such applicant, and the name of thE' 
city, and particular location in such city, where the place of business is to be located, and 
such further facts as will show the good character, competency and integrity of the appli­
cant, The fire and police cOlllmission in those cities wbere there is a fire and police com­
mission, and the chief of police in cities where there is no fire and police commission, shall 
have the right to conduct hearings and make inquiry into the character, competency and 
int.egl'ity o,f such applicant before approving any appliration, and may compel, by a:ppro­
prlate notlCe and subpmna, any pflrson or persons to be present at such hearino's and to 
give testimony under oath, said oath to be administered by anv person authori;e~1 to acl­
mip.ister oaths in .the state of WisconRill. In the event that' any ·person so subpmuaed shall 
fall to comply With such subpama, the said fire and police commission, or chief of police 
may certify the matter to the circuit court of the county wherein snch hearinO" is held fo;' 
disposition or punishment by said circuit court. b

(5) The secretary of state, after the application has been approved as provided in sub­
section (4), when satisfied from an examination of such application and such further in­
quiry and investigation as he shall deem propel', of the good character, competency and 
integrity of such applicant, shall issue and deliver to the applicant a license, upon payment 
to the state of a license fee of two hundred dollars, in the event that the applicant con­
ducts the business as principal owner, and two dollars in the event the applicant is an 
agent, servant or employe of a principal. 

(6) Such license shall not be issued by the secretary of state unless there is executed, 
delivered and flled in his office, a bond in the sum of ten thousand dollars by such applicant 
if a principal owner, and two thousand if an agent, servant or employe, with two sureties 
to be approved by a judge of the circuit court of this state, who shall justify in double its 
amount over and above other debts, liabilities and exemptions, and who shall be freeholders 
and residents of the county wherein the applicant resides, 01' has his principal place of 
business, conditioned that such sureties will pay all damages that may be recovered against 
such applicant by any person who has been damaged by reason of such licensee acting as 
a private detective, private police, 01' private guard, or by reason of the acts or conduct of 
any of his agents, servants 01' associates. Any action to recover damages may be brought 
directly against such licensee, and his sureties in a joint or several manner, and any judg­
ment obtained shall jointly and severally bind such licensee and his sureties. No license 
shall be issued for a longer period than one year, and shall be subject to revocation as pro­
vided in this section. 

(7) If at any time a petition shall be presented to the secretary of state, signed by six 
residents requesting the revocation of a license issued under this section, the secretary ,of 
state shall 'conduct a hearing, and upon a propel' showing being made shall revoke such 
license. -Whenever any judgment is recovered and docketed against such licensee for mal­
feasance, or against its sureties, the secretary of state shall, upon application of any per­
son, accompanied by a certified copy of such judgment, revoke the license of such licensee. 

(8) The bonc1requil'ed by subsection (6) shall be furnished by a surety company au­
thorized to do business in this state. 

(9) No person, firm or corporation to whom a license has been issued under this sec­
tion shall maintain any office as a detective or a detective agency in any city other than that 
designated in the license. 

(10) Any person, firm or corporation, who shall act as a private detective, private 
police, or private guard, and any person who shall solicit or perfol'm services in this state 
as a private detective, private police, or private guard, without having procured the license 
an<1 filed the bonel required by this section, or who shall violate any of the provisions of 
this section, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall 
be punished by a fine of not less than one hunch'ed dollars nor more than five hundred dol­
lars, or 'by imprisonment in the county jail not less than three months nor more than six 
months, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

175.09 Standard time. (1) The standard of time in this state shall be the solar 
time of the ninetieth meridian west of Greenwich, commonly known as central time, and 
no department of the state government, and no county, city, town or village shall employ 
any other time, or adopt any ordinance 01' order providing for the use of any other than 
the standard of time. 
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(2) No person operating 01' maintaining a place of business of whatsoever kind 01' na· 
ture, shall employ, display or maintain 01' use any other than the standard of time in con· 
nection with such place of business.

175.10 . Poultry dealing regulations. (1) It is unlawful for any poultry dealer to 
pUI'chase any live 01' dead poultry without registering annually with the county clerk. 

(2) Every poultry dealer shall keep a record of all purchases of poultry made by him 
showing in detail the place and date of purchase, the name and address of the person 
from whom the purchase was made, together with a general description of the kind of 
poultry purchased. Such record shall be kept in permanent form and be open to inspec­
tion at all reasonable times to any district attorney, assistant district attorney, sheriff, 
deputy sheriff or any' police officer. 

(3) Any poultry dealer, his servant 01' agent, violating any of the provisions of this 
section shall, upon the first conviction, be punished by a fine of from ten to one hundred 
dollars. Upon a second 01' subsequent conviotion by a fine of from twenty-five to five 
hundred dollars 01' be imprisoned in the county jail for not more than ninety days, 01' by 
both such fine and imprisonment. ' 

(4) Any person selling poultry to a poultry dealer who gives falsely his name 01' ad­
dress to such dealer, his agent 01' servant, shall be imprisoned in the county jail for not less 
than thirty days nor more than one year. . 

175.12 Licensing and bonding wholesale dealers in poultry and poultry products. 
(1) The following t.erms as used in this section shall have the meaning stated, unless 
the context requires a different meaning: 

(a) "Department" means the department of agriculture. 
(b) f'Person" includes individuals, partnerships, associations and corporations. 
(2) No person, not having an established place of business in any county in which 

he operates as defined in section 129,05, shall engage in the business of buying, assembling 
and trucking poultry or poultry products unless he shall have first obtained a license and 
filed a smety bond as required by this section. . 

(3) (a) Application for license uncler the provisions of this section shall be made to 
the department in writing, under oath, on a form to be prescribed by the department. All 
licenses shall expire on June thirtieth next following their date of issue. 

(b) The annual license fee shall be two dollars. 
(c) The department shall require every licensee to file and maintain in force a surcty 

bond executed by a bonding company authorized to do business in the st.ate of Wisconsin. 
Such bond shall be in such sum as the department believes necessary to safeguard the 
interest of the public, and the payment when due of the purchase price of any produce 
purchased by such licensee, and in every event shall be not less than one thousand dollars. 

(d) Any person injured may bring suit on said bond in his own name. 
(e) Every licensee while engaged in his business shall carryon his person his license 

and a copy of his bond. 
(4) The department is authorized to make all necessary or proper orders, rules and 

regulations £01' the administration and enforcement of this section. 
(5) Any person who shall violate any provision of this section shall be guilty of a 

misdemeanor, and, for each and every such offense shall, upon conviction ther~of, he 
punished by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars 01' by imprisonment in the 
county,jail for not more than six months, or by both such fine and imprisonment. [1.939
