132,20 Counterfeiting trade-mark, etc,; obtaining by fraud. (1) Any person who
shall eounterfeit or imitate any lahel, trade-mark, term, design, device or form of adver-
tisement adopted or used by any other person or any association or union of workingmen
for the purpose of designating, making known or distinguishing any goods, wares, mer-
chandise or other product of labor as having been made, manufactured, produced, pre-
pared, packed or put on sale by such person, association or union, or by a member or
members of such association or union, or sells, offers for sale or in any way utters or cir-
culates any counterfeit or imitation of any such label, trade-mark, term, design, device or
form of advertisement, or knowingly uses any such countelfelt or 1m1tat1on, or knowingly
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sells or disposes of, or keeps or has in his possession, with intent that the same shall be
sold or disposed of, any goods, wares, merchandise or other product of labor to which any
such counterfeit or imitation is attached or affixed, or on which the same is printed, painted,
stamped or impressed, or knowingly sells or disposes of, or keeps or has in his possession
with intent that the same shall be sold or disposed of, any goods, wares, merchandise or
other produet of labor contained in any box, case, can or package to which or on which
any such counterfeit or imitation is attached, affixed, printed, painted, stamped or im-
pressed shall be punished by imprisonment in the county jail not more than 6 months nor
less than 10 days, or by fine not exceeding $100 nor less than $10, or by both such fine and
imprisonment.

(2) Any person who shall, for himself or on behalf of another or of any association or
union, procure the filing and recording in the office of the secretary of state of any label,
trade-mark, term, design, dévice or form of advertisement by making any false or fraudu-
lent representations or declarations, verbally or in writing, or by any other fraudulent
means shall be punished by imprisonment in the county jail not more than one year or by
fine not exeeeding $200, or by both such fine and imprisonment,
