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143.01 Communicable diseases. Such diseases as are in fact comnlUnicable, and so 
determined by the state boal'd of health by rule; shall be within' 'the term "counriuuicable 
disease", as used in the statutes. 

143.02 Powers of state board. (1) The state board of health may establish such 
systems of inspection as it deems necessary to ascertain the presence of communicable, dis· 
ease, and any member or authorized agent or inspector of saicl board may enter any, build. 
ing', vessel, I'ailway car or other public vehicle, to inspect the same and remove therefrom 
any person affected by such a disease, and for, this purpose may require the person in 
charge ,of any vessel 01' public vehicle, other than a railway cai', to stop the same at imy 
place; alid may req11ire the conductor of any railway train tc? stop his train at any station 
or upon any sidetrack, for such time as may be necessary. , ' 

(2) In emergency, 'the board may provide those sick with such disease with medical 
aid and temporary hospital accortlmodation and \"ith nurses and attendants.' , ' 

(3) The board may close schools and forbid pi1blic g'atherings in schools, clu1rches, 
ahd other places when deemed necessary to control epidemics. 

(4) The board may adopt and enforce rules for guarding against the introdllctibn of 
any such disease into the state, for the control and suppression thereof within it, for the 
quarantine and disinfeCtion of persons, localities and thing'S infected or suspected of being 
infected by such disease; for the preparation, transportation or burial of corpses, for the 
speedy and private interment of the bodies of 'persons who ha,'e died from cOlmllunicable 
disease, for the sanitary care of jails, asylums,schoolhouses, hotels and all other public 
buildings and premises connected therewith. Any rule may be made applicable to the 
whole 01' any specified pa~·t of the state, or to any vessel" railway car or other ,public 
vehicle. Rules of general application shall be published as provided in ch" 227; ,but rules 
01' orders maybe made for any city, vi~lage 01' town, by /S,ervice, thereof upon the local 
health officer. Rules or orders hereundel' shall flupe~sede conflicting' local rule~,or pr~i-
,nances., ' : ' :" ' ' " , ,', " I",: " " 

(5) All pU]Jlic officers and employe~ :shall respect aIld enforce the rules, a~d ~·egula. 
tions made 'hereunder, and they and persons in charge of institutions, buildj,ngs, :vessels 
and vehicles within this section, shall co-opera te with the state board of health in c,arrying 
out its provisions; and if such co-opel.'ation be l'efllsec1 or 1vithhelc1' the state board may 
'execute 'its 1'ules andreg'uIations by agents of its own appointment, and expenses incurl;ed 
in so c1bing shall be paid by the coimty; city, to~n or village, except they are incurred'for 
the prevention anc1control of Asiatic cholera and the, state has cre,ated a, fund for that 
purpose. , " , " 

(6) Any person who shall fail to obey the rules and l'egulatibns h81'eunder; OJ." who 
shall wilfully obstruct or hinder the execution tllereof, for each offense shall be fined not 
less than twenty-nve nor more than five hundred :dollal's, or imprisoned not more than six 
months, or both. 

143.03 Duties of local officers. (1) Every local health Qfficer,upon the appearance 
of any comlnunicable disease in his territory shall immediately investigate all the circum· 
stances, make a full report to his ,board and also to the st,ate boarc1of heglth,; he shall at 
all times promptly take such measures for tue prevention, suppression and ~ontrol of any 
such disease as he deems needful and proper, subject to the apPI'oval of hisbba'rd, and 
shall report to his hoard the Iji'ogTess of such diseases' and the measllres' used against 
them,with such frequency as to, keep the board fully informed, or at such intervals as 
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the secretary may direct. The local health officer shall inspect the schoolhouses and other 
public buildings within hiR district, with sufficient frequency to determine whether such 
buildings are kept in a sanitary condition. 

(2) Local boards of health may do what is reasonable and necessary for the prevention 
and suppression of disease; may forbid public gatherings when deemec[ necessary to con­
trol epidemics, and under direction of the state board,. shall furnish antitoxin: free to incli­
gent persons suffering from conllnunicable disease. 

(3) If the local authorities fail to enforce the communicable disease statutes and rules, 
the state board of health shall take charge, and expenses thus incurred shall be paid by 
the municipality. . . 

(4) No person shall interfere with the examination under this chapter of any pla(le 01' 

its occupants by health officials or their assistants, nor with any notice posted under this 
chapter. 

143.04 Reports of cases. (1) A physician knowing or having reason to know that 
a person treated or visited by him has a communicable disease, 01' having such disease, 
has died, shall report the same to the local health officer, commissioner, or boarc1.· In the 
case of a persoll having poliomyelitis, the physician shall in addition to the report 
made to the health officer, send a report immediately to the state board of health, giving 
the name, address, age and description of disability of such person. 

(2) If no physician is in attendance, the same duty shall apply to the head of the 
family, or if the sick person is not a member of the family, to the person actively in 
charge of the building. 

(3) Anyone having' knowledge or reason to believe that any person has a communi" 
cable disease shall report the facts to a local health official. 

(4) Reports under subsections (1) and (2) shall state so far as known the name, sex, 
age and the residence of the sick person, the disease and such other facts as the state or local 
board of health requires. Blanks may be furnished by the state or local board of health 
and distributed by the local health officer . 

. (5) All reports shall be made within 24 hours either by telephone, telegraph, mail 
. or by leaving at the office or residence of the ;health officer. 

(6) The local health officials upon receiving a report shall cause a permanent record 
of the report to be made and upon demand of the state board of health transmit the 
original or a copy to the stat~ board of health, together with such other particulars as 
the state board of health reqUlres. 

(7) When an epidemic occurs, the local health officials shall immediately report to 
the state board of health, and shall at all times keep the state board of health informed 
upon the prevalence of the conmnmicable diseases in the municipality in such manner 
and with such ·facts as the state board of health requires. 

(S)A list of communicable diseases shall be displayed in a prominent place in 'each 
physician's office and in each institution for the treatment of the sick. The list shall be 
printed on a card furnished without cost by the state board of health. 

(9) In diag'nosing' communicable diseases In patients accepted for treatment, physi­
cians shall use ordinary skill and bacteriological examinations where the same woulcl be 
of material value in disclosing such disease. If there is a dispute regarding diagnosis, if 
a bacteriological examination will aid, the local health officer shall order it made by the 
state 'laboratory of hygiene. 
. (10) A physician violating suhsection (9) and any person violating subsections (1) 
to (5) shall be fin~d not less than $5 nor more .than $100, or imprisoned not Jess than 
5 nor. more than 90 i days, or both, or subjected to a forfeiture to the school fund o~ not 
less than $5. nor more than $25 for each day. Upon a second or subsequent cOl~viction 
of a physician, the board of medical examiners may suspen d his license for one year. 

~1l) 'When violation hereof is reported to him by a local or state health offie:er the 
district attorney shall forthwith prosecute the proper action, and upon .requestof the 
state .health officer, the attorney-general shall assist. 

143.05 Isolation, quarantine, placarding. (1) The state board of health may re­
quire isolation of the patient, quarantincof contacts, placarding of premises, concurrent 
and termiilal disinfection, or such modified forms of these procedures as may be neces­
saryand which are deterlllined by the state .board of health by rule. 

(2) Local boards of health with the consent of the state board may establish quaran­
tine within their territory, and for cities within five miles of the limits. 

(3) When a health officer shall suspect 01' be informed of the existence of any 
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communicable disease, he shall at once investigate and make or cause such examinations 
to be made as are necessary. The diagnosis (report) of a, physician, or the notification 
or confirmatory consent of a parent or caretaker of the patient, or a reasonable belief 
in the existence of ,such disease shall be sufficient evidence and having any of these 
the hEalth officer shall immediately quarantine, placard, isolate or require restrictions 
in such manner and upon such persons and for such time as the state board of health 
provides in its rules. If he be not a physician his local board of health or appointive 
body shall employ one to aiel him as speedily as possible where there is reasonable 
douht or disagreement in diagnosis and where advice is needed. The health officer shall 
be responsible for the prompt placing and removal of signs, shall investigate evasion 
of the'laws and rules upon communicable disease and shall so act as to protect the 
public. " , 

(4) If the disease be designated by the state board of health as a placardable one, 
the local health officer shall immediately placard the infected place by posting cbn­
spicuohsly thereon a card. If the state board of health designates the disease as com­
municable all persons except the health officer, or his representative, attending physi­
cians and nurses alid clergymen and the members of the immediate family ahd any other 
person having a speciill written permit from the health officer are forbidden to be in 
direct contact with the patient. 

,( 5) 'I:he local board of health, shall employ as many persons as are necessary to 
execute, its orders and properly guard any place 1£ quarantine or other restrictions 
on communicable disease are violated or illtent to violate is manifested. Such persons 
sQall be sworn in as quarantine guards, shall have police powers, and may use all necessary 
means to enforce the state laws for the prevention and control of commlwicable diseases, 
or the orders, rules and regulations of any board of health. 

(6) (a) When the health officer deems jt necessary that such afflicted person be 
quarantined or otherwise restricted ill a separate place, he shall remove him, if it. can 
be done without danger to his health, to such place, and the expense of such removal 
shall be paid by the, municipality. 

(b) When a pe'rson confined in a jail, county asylum, workhouse or county home 
or other' public place of detention has a disease which, the local health officer deems 
dangerous to the other inmates or the neighborhood the health officer shall by his order 
in writing, direct the removal of such person to some hospital 01' other place o~ safety, 
there to'be provided for and securely ke})t. If he recover he shall be retul'lled; and if 
he 'was committed bya court or under process the removal order or a copy shall be 
returiied lJY the health officel', with his doings thereon to the committing court officer. 

, ,,(7) The e~pense ;0£ maintainillg, quar~?tine, including examinations' anel tests for 
diseaJ')e ,c!!rl'iel's made by. or with the consmit of the health officer, awl the enforcement 
of isolation on the premises, shall be p~id for by the city, incorporated village or town 
upon the order of the local board of health or. if' none exists upon the order of the 
lienlthofficer .. 

(8) ,The health officer shall c(lUse to be disinfected, by methods approved by the state 
board, rooms, clothing and premises, and all articles likely to be infected, before allowing 
t,h~ir use,by pel~sons other than those in isohttion and before quarantine is removed, if the 
disease is a· quarantrnable one. . 

, (9), If property is destroyed by order of municipal officials, to stamp out .01' prevent 
the spread of communicable disease the governing body may, upon certificate of the health 
officer that the destruction was necessary and of the amount and value, pay for it to the 
extent of one hundred dollars for property owned or in the possession of a single family, 
and llot to exceed the. value certifieel. 

(10) Expenses for necessary nurses, medical' attention, food and other ,articles 
needed for the comfort of the afflicted person, shall be charged against him 01' who­
ever is liable for his SUP1)Ort. Indigent cases shall be cared for at iriunicipal expense 
or by the county where the county system for the poor has been adopted. In any county' 
l1Uving a pOPlllation of 500,000 01' more, said county shall provide 'hospitalization 
and shall charge the cost thereof against the afflicted person or whoever is liable for his 
support, but the cost of indigent cases shall be chal'ged to and paid for by the 
municipaIity in which the communicable disease is suspected or diagnosed as such. 
If he is a legal resident of another municipality of this state, the expense of care shall be 
paid by such municipality, 01' by the county, where the county system for the care of 
the poor has been adopted, when a sworn statement of such expense is sent to the 
proper officers within 30 days after quarantipe. 

, (11) .Anyone ,I'ithout authority interfering. with f\JlY placard or sign hereunder, 01' 
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violating this section, shall be fined not less than five nor more than one hundred dollars, 
or imprisoned not less than 5 nor more than 90 days, 

143.06' Tuberculosis. (1) Every physician or person, or o,yner, agent, manager, 
principal or superintendent of au institution, hotel or boarding 01' lodging house, shall 
cau~e to be reported to the local board of health in writing, the name, age, sex, occupation 
alldlat~st address of every person afflicted with tuberculosis, who is in their care, 01' who 
hasc9])1e under their observation, within one we~k of such time. The report shall be con­
fidential. to the extent that the name 01' addre13s of the patient shall not be published by 
anynewspaper, or pUblication of general 01' special circulat~on. . 

. (2) Every person sick with tub.erculosis, 01' in attendance, an.d the authorities of such 
places, shall observe and enforce the rules and regulations of the health board for pre­
ven-ting, spread . 

• (3) No person with tuberculosis. of the 11-mgs 01' larynx,or any other disease whose 
virus Or .infecting ag'ent, is contained in the sputum. or other secretions shall deposit his 
sputum, or . other infectious secretion! in such a place as to cause offense 01' danger. He 
shall provide himself with a rl)ceptacle.in which to deppsit his sputum, or other infectious 
secretion, and the contents of said receptacle shall bel,lurned or thoroughly disinfected. 

(4) If any person afflicted with tuberculosis, diagnosis of which is made by a 
me,dical examination, labor~tory or X-ray examiI\ation or as shown by the examinations 
made.in the strite labol;atory of hygiene, iri any branch and co-operative laboratory 
or .in any nmnicipal laboratory. accredited by the state board of health or in any federal 
governmep~al laboriltory, fails to c0I!1ply with tliis section, or the tuberculosis mles of 
the state board of hl?alth, he maybe committecl to a county tuberculosis hospital or other 
place or institutionwhel'c Pl-'Oper care will be in'ovided and where the necessary pre­
cautions will be taken, by any judge of a court of record upon proof that such person 
has so: offended. StICh person shall, upon vermed petition setting forth the facts by any 
health officer oi' any resident of the municipality where the alleged offense was committed 
be summoned by such judge tb appeai- at the time and place stated in the. summons,: 
which time shall not be less than 48 hours after service.' The com't may make such order 
fOJ:, payment for care and treatment as may, bl). authorized byJaw.

The health officer, 
shall immediately visit the place and. order the same and all infeCted al~ticles'prope:dy dis~ 
infected.

143.07 Venereal disease; (1) Any person afflicted with venereal disease in a com· 
municable fOl'li1' is' deClal'ed to be a menace to the public health. A physician called to 
attend a person afflicted with any form of venereal disease shall report the same in the 
manner'directed by the board to tM state board of health in writing on blanks furnished 
by the boai'd. ' " " . , 

(2) An officer of the state board of health having knowledge of anyknbwn 01' 
reasonably suspected case' of' such a menace for which no treatment is being admin-
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istered • under the supervision of a physician authorized to prescribe drugs shall forth· 
with investigate or cause such case to be investigated by such meallS aii, may be nec­
essary. Whenever, following a request of an officer of the, state board of, health, a 
reasonaply suspected case of such ,menace shall refuse or neglect exalll.ination by a 
physician licensed to prescribe drugs, an officer of the state board of health may proceed 
to have such person committed in conformity with subsection (5) of this section, to an 
institution for examination or observatiol1. A local health officer who is a physician m,~Y 
be authorized to make such investigation and take such commitment procedures in any 
specific case when directed to do so by the state board of health or the state heal~h officer. 
, ,(3) A physician treating such a person shfl,ll fully inform him, of the dange~' of 
transmitting the disease, and he shall advise against mal'1'iage while the person has the 
dis~as'e in a communicable form. ' 

(4) When a person so afflicted ceases or refuses taking treatment before reaching 
what in the physician's opinion ,is the noncommunicable stage, the physician shall forth­
with notify the state board of health, giving the name, age, sex and c9nj~lgal condition 
of the person afflicted and the disease. The boal'd shall without delay take such steps as 
shall be necessary to have said person committed for treatment. 

(5) Any such person who thus ceases or refuses treatment under the supervision of 
a physician authorized to pl'escribe drugs, upon proof of the facts, may be committed 
by the judge of any court of record to any county or state institution where propel' care 
and precaution can be provided; provided, that any county board of counties having a 
population of 250,000 or more may designate the county institution or place to which 
such commitments shall be made. The state department of public welfare is authorized 
to make such provision for the treatment of venereal disease cases at one or more of the 
state institutions under its management and shall desig'nate the state institution to which 
commitment may be made thereto. Such person shall, upon verified petition setting forth 
the facts by an officer of the state hoard of health 01' a local health officer authorized by 
such board, be summoned by such judge to appear at the time and place stated in the 
summons, which time shall not be less than 48 h()urs after service. If the person summoned, 
as herein provided, shall fail without reasonable cause to appear and abide the order of the 
judge, he may be proceeded against as in case of contempt. In any case when it shall 
be made to appeal' to the judge that such summons will be ineffectual a 1Val'1'ant may be 
issued by such judge, directed to the sheriff or any constable or police officer of the county 
for the apprehension and production of such person complained against before such judge 
forthwith, and such person shall be arrested and takell befOl'e sHch judg'e'accordingly. 
Upon return of the process the judge shall proceed to heal' the latter summarily. Com~ 
mitment shall continue until the disease is no longer communicable or until other provisions 
satisfactory to the state board of healthal'e made for ti'eatment, the certificate of the 
officel' making' the complaint being prima facie evidmice of either, Nothing herein cone 
tailled shall be construed as in any manner i'estricting Ol~ limiting the l'ights of individuals 
as declared in subsection (2) of section 147.19. ' 

(6) Each county shall make such provisiol! as maybe required by the stllte board of 
health for the care and treatment ofinc1igents 1vith venereal diseases, One-half of the per 
capita. cost for each such person committed to a state institution shall be paid by the county 
of his legal settlement in the manner prescribed by section 46;106, but nothing herein shall 
pl'event recovery of the actual per capita cost of such maintenance in either state or coun: 
ty institutions from the patient or legally liable relatives i~ the manner provided by law. 

(7) ,Reports, examinations and inspections and all records thereof made under this 
section shall be confidential and not open to public inspection, and no part thereof shall 
be divulged except as may be necessary' for the preservation of the public ,health. When 
a. physician has reported a case of venereal disease to the state board of health, in com­
pliance with subsection (4) of this section, all questions regarding' the presence of' the 
disease and the date from which tIle treatment was neglected shall not be regarded { as 
privileged information when ~he, patient or physician' is called upon to testify to' t~e 
facts before any court of rec'ord. "'" ,,' " ' " ",' 

(8) The state board of health may prescribe reasonable rt~i~s and regulatiblls for 
carrying' out this section, and with the approval 6f the gO'vernor,l'eg'ullite the presence 
and, conduct of civilians within a designated zone around' any military or mival canton­
ment or training station. 
'" (9) The state board of health shall prepare for free distribution lipon l'eqhest 'to 
citizens of the state, printed information and instructions concerning veneereal 'diseases. 

(10) The state laboratory of hygiene and branch and. co-operative laboratories shall 
;make microscopical examinations for the diagnosis of gonorrhea, and the necessary exam­
inations of blood, cerebrospinal fiuid or secretions for the diagnosis of syphilis, for any 
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physician in the state, without charge and shall report the positive results of such exam­
inations to the state board of health with the name of the physician to whom reported. 
All laboratories making blood tests for syphilis or examinations for gonorrhea shall re­
port all positive tests to the state board of health, with the name of the physician to whom 
reported. 

(Jl) No person not a physician licensed in this state shall give, sell, prescribe or rec­
ommend any drugs, or other sllbstance for syphilis, gonorrhea or chancroid, or compound 
aily such except on written prescription bearing date and signed by a physician licensed 
in this state. 

(12) No person having the supervision or control of any public place shall display 
or permit to be displayed any written matter relating to venereal disease, except gov­
ernmental and educational publications not objectionable to the state board of health. 

(13) Any city 01' county may by ordinance require that every person arrested and 
convicted within its jmisdiction for any act involving moral turpitude shall undergo a 
medical examination to determine whether 01' not such person is afflicted with a venereal 
disease. Nothing herein contained shall be construed as in any manner restricting 01' 

limiting the rights 01' privileges of individuals u11(ler the provisions of subsection (2) of 
section 147.19, 01' to compel such individuals to submit to such examinations. 

143.075 Sexual and venereal diseases; advertising; treatment of; penalty. Any per­
son who shall advertise in any manner, either in his own name or under the name of an­
other person, firm or pretended firm, association, corporation 01' pretended cOl'pora.tion, in 
any newspaper, pamphlet, circular or other written or printed paper, the trea.tment and 
curing of venereal diseases, the restoration of "lost manhood" or who shall advertise in 
any manner that he is a specialist in diseases of the sexual organs or diseases caused by 
sexual weakness, self-abuse, or excessive sexual indulg'ence or in any diseases of a like na­
ture 01' produced by like causes, or who shall advertise in any manner any medicine, drug, 
compound or any means whatever whereby sexual and venereal diseases of men and women 
may be cured or relieved or abortion or miscarriage. produced, and the owner, publisher or 
manager of any newspaper who shall publish any such advertisement or permit or allow 
any such advertisement to be inserted and published in any newspaper owned or controlled 
by him 01' in which he has an interest, and any person, firm 01' corporation who shall sell, 
offer for sale, keep for sale, give away 01' otherwise. dispose of any newspaper, pamphlet, 
circular, or other written or printed paper containing' any such advertisement, shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not 
less than $25 nor more than $100. 

143.08 Handling foods. It shall bcunlawfnl for any person, firm 01' corporation 
operating' any hotel, cafe, restaurant, dining cal' 01' other public eating place, or operating 
any bakery, meat market, dairy or other establishmimf where food products to be con­
sumed by others are handled, knowingly to employ or keep in their employ any person 
handling food products who has a communicable disease or any venereal disease in a 
communicable form. Whenever required by the local health officer 01' any officer of the 
state board of health any person employed in the handling of foods who is suspected of 
having' a venereal disease in the communicable form shall submit to an examination by 
such officer 01' by some physician designated by such officer. The expense of such exami· 
nation, if any, shall be paid by the person examined if found to have such disease. Any 
person knowing'ly affected with a communicable disease 01' any venei'eal disease iil a com­
municable form who handles food products to be consumed by others and any persons 
knowingly employing' 01' permitting such person to handle food products to be consumed 
by others shall be punished as provided by section 143.09. 

143.085 Handlers of food and beverages; traveling shows, circuses and carnivals. 
(:IJEvery person employed by any travelling show, circus 01' carnival, who is not a resi" 
deJ;lt of the town, city or village wherein such show, circus or carnival is .operating, and 
who handles or serves food or beverages to the public shall hold a medical certificate not 
more than 6 months old froll). a reputable physicilm, stating that such employe is ~l'ee 
from communicable disease and venereal disease in the communicable stage. , . 

(2) Failure to comply with the requirements of subsection (1) shall be a violation of 
the license or permit to operate issued to the owner or operator of such travelling show, 
(jircus or carnival, and cause for immediate revocation thereof. Any person who shall 
violate any provision of this section shall be punished as provided by section 143.09. 

143.09 Penalty. Violation of section 143.07, 143.08 or 143.085 shall be punished 
by a fine of' not more than $500 or by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than 
one year, or 1Joth. 
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143.10 Oommunicable diseases; suspected cases; protection of public. Any person 
who knows that he is aJtlieted with smallpox, diphtheria, scarlet fever 01' other dangerous 
communicable disease, who shall wilfully enter any public place 01' public conveyance, 01' 

shall, in any way, wilflilly subject others to danger of contracting his disease and any per­
Son 'who shall knowingly and wilfully take, aid in taking, advise or .cause to be taken, a 
person who is afflicted 01' is suspected of being afflicted with any such disease, into any 
such place or conveyance, 01' in any way knowingly and wilfully subject, expose 01' aid in 
exposing. any other person to danger of contracting any such disease, shall be punished 
by imprisonment in the county jail not more than 100 days nor less than 20 days, 01' by 
fine not exceeding $100 nor less than $50, 01' by both such fine anQ imprisonment. 

143.11 Violation of law relating to health. Any person who shall wilfully violate 
any law relating to the public health, for which violation no other penalty is prescribed, 01' 

any order 01' regulation of. any board of health 01' town sanitary district commission, law­
fully made and duly published, shall be imprisoned not more than 3 months 01'· fined not to 
exceed $100. 

143.12 Oommunicable diseases; schools and libraries; duties of teachers, parents, 
officers. (1) Upon the appearance of any dangerous communicable disease, the local 
health officer shall give written notice to the principal 01' teacher of each school, and the 
librarian of each library in his district, of the names of all families where the disease exists. 
If the rules of the state board of health pI'ovide for the exclusion from school of persons 
-\vho live in homes where such disease exists,the health officer shall request the principal of 
the school to exclude from school all such persons until a written order signed by the health 
officer permitting attendance is presented. . . 

(2) 'When the principal 01' teacher of a school has been notified of the prevalence of a 
dangerous communicable disease in the school district, 01' when the principal 01' teacher of 
the school knows or suspects that a dangerous communicable disease is present in the school, 
he shall at once notify the local health officer who must then investigate the matter. 

(3) Parents shall not permit children afflicted with a dangerous communicable disease to 
attend school. 

. (4) All schoolhouses, before the beginning of each school term, shall be thoroughly 
cleaned and, after the outbreak therein of ,any contagious disease, shall be thoroughly dis­
infected, as provided by the state board of health. All buildings requiring disinfection shall 
be disinfected by 01' under the direction of the local health officer, and the expenses of dis­
infection shall be paid by the town, village 01' city, upon the order of the local board of 
health. 

(5) Neglect orTefusal on the part of any principal 01' teacher to comply with the re­
quirements of this section shall be sufficient cause for his dismissal. 

(6) All teachers shall send home pupils who are habitually dirty, noisome or lousy, and 
shall immediately give writtenl10tice to the school board or the superintendent of schools 
and to the parents of such pupils of such action and the reasons therefor. 

(7) Library books shall not be taken into or retul'lled from a home where such disease 
exists or 'has recently occurred unless thoroughly disinfected by or under the direction of 
the local health officer, and may be bUl'lled by sttchoffieer. 

143.13 Protection against smallpox. (1) Each local board of health shall forth­
with, upon the appearance of smallpox, prohibit the inhabitants of the municipality from 
attending school for a period of fourteen days, except persons who have been successfully 
vaccinated, or who show a doctor's certificate of recent vaccination. This subsection shall 
apply to nOl1l'esidents coming into the municipality to attend school. 

(2) 8houldllewcases of smallpox continue to develop in the municipality, the local 
board of health shall renew such order for so many days as the state board of health may 
deem necessary. 

(3) When exclusion from school is so ordered the local board of health shall provide 
for the free vaccination of all resident children of school age dUTing the outbreak of small­
pox; the necessary expense thereof to be paid by the municipality, upon the order of the 
local board of health. 8lich gratuitous vaccination may be extended to nonresident school 
children of the municipality at the discretion of the local board of health. Upon the order 
of their respecfive boards of health the municipalities comprising a joint school district 
shall offer free vaccination to their ownl'esident pupils excluded from a joint school because 
of the appearance of smallpox in the municipality in which the school is located. The 
state board of health shall, when deemed necessary by the local board of health, determine 
the method to be employed in such vaccination, shall designate the persons to do the work 
and may determine the maximum fee to be chal·ged.
