. governor and 6 members, 4 of whom shall be United States war veterans, (one of such 4
"shall be a Spanish-American war veteran) appointed by the governor . by and W1th the
advme and eonsent of the senate.

(3) Of the 6 members appointed, 2 shall sexve for telms expn'mg Malch 1. 1945 2
shall serve for terms expiring March 1, 1947, and 2 shall sexrve for a term expiring March
1, 1949, or until their suceessors are appomted and qualify. Upon the expiration: of such
untlal telms sucecessors shall be appomted for terms of 6 years each, Members shall receive
1o compensation for their serviees hut shall be reimbursed for expenses actually and
necessauly incurred in the performance of their duties.

(4) The functions of the hoard shall be policy forming.' It shall eleet one of its mem-
bels chairman and one secretary. The hoard may preseribe rules and regulations govern-
ing its procedure as they deem necessary to carry out the purposes of this chapter and the
powers and duties eonferred upon them hereby. The department of administration.shall
assign adequate office space in the capitol building for the department and its administra-
tive staff. The records and files of the adjutant general and of any other state depaltment
or officer shall, upon request, be made available tothe hoard.

(5) The administrative functions of the department shall be in charge of a dnector
appointed by the governor by and with the consent of the senate for an indefinite' term
outside the classified service.

45,37 and unless otherwise modi-
fied, means any person who served under honorable eonditions in the active military or
naval service of the United States for 90 days or more during a war period, as enumer-

ated bhelow, or if having served less than 90 days was honorably discharged for a service-

connected disability or for a disahility subsequently adjudicated to have been service-
connected, who has beén a resident of this state for at least 10 years next preceding his
apphcatlon or was a resident of this state at the time of his enlistment or induetion into
service and is a rvesident of and living in this state at the time of making applieation.
If the service was in more than one period, either period must have heen served under
honorable eonditions or have been terminated by an honorable discharge. The benefits

(6b) “Dependent” of a veteran as used in this section means and includes:

(b) Any natural child under 18 years of age, or if in full attendance at a recognized
school of instruetion, or of any age if incapable of self-support by reason of mental or
physmal defect.

“(e) Any legally adopted child.

(e) Any child born out of wedlock, only if the veteran acknowledges paternity or the
same hag ‘been otherwise established.

“(f) - The natural mother or natural father or a person to whom the veteran stands in
loeo parentis and who has so stood for not less than 12 months prior to veteran’s entrance

(g) A minor sister or minor brother.

(h) A brother or sister of any age if meapable of self- supp01t by reason of mental
or physical defect.

(5e) No veteran and no dependent of a veteran is eligible for any benefit provided
by this seetion without specific authorization by the hoard if such person has received
from ‘another state any honus payment provided for him hecause of military service in
World War II or the Korean eonflict or provided for him hecause of being a dependent
of a:person who had such military service, unless such veteran served in more than one
war period as defined in sub. (5a) (f) and (g) and is qualified by virtue of being a
resident of this state at the time of his enlistment or induction into service for a war
period other than that for which he received such bhonus payment. ,

(6) The department shall co-ordinate the activities of all state agencies performing

functions rvelating to the medical, hospital, or other remedial care, placement and train-
ing, educational, -economic or voeational rehabilitation of honorably discharged veterans,

‘including such veterans -with disahilities whether or not service connected or war con-

nected. In particular it shall co-ordinate the activities of the state board of vocational and
adult education, state selective service administration, state department of public welfare,
industrial commission, state superintendent of public instruction, the University of Wis-
consin, teachers colleges. and other educational institutions, and all other departments
or agencies performing any of the functions specified, to the end that the benefits pro-

- vided in this section may be made available to returning veterans as promptly and effec-
- tively as possible,

(7) The department shall maintain contacts with county service officers and local
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agencies, the American Red Cross and veterans’ organizations concerned with the welfare
of veterans and shall contact and co-operate with federal agencies in securing for Wis-
consin veterans all benefits to which they may he entitled.

(7a) The department upon request shall assist all persons residing in the state hav-
ing claims against the United States for pensions, bounty or back pay, where such elaims
have arisen out of or by reason of service in the wars of the country. To this end it
shall co-operate with their agents or attorneys, advise as to the legality of claims, furnish
all necessary certificates and certified abstracts from and copies of records and documents
in its office, and in all practicable ways seek to secure speedy and just action upon all
claims now pending or which may hereafter be filed. It shall also in cases where it may
be expedient act as agent or attorney of record in ploseeuting claims for such _persons
requesting it to do so; provided, that for any such services rendered no person,in the
employ of the depmtment shall make any charge or demand or receive from the said
claimants or any of them, directly or indirectly, any pay or compensation whatever. It
shall provide for registration with the register of deeds of each county the names of all
persons from sueh county who died in the services of the United States during the
Spanlsh American War, Philippine insurrection, Boxer rebellion, Mexican border serv-
ice, World Wars I and II or the Korean confliet. ‘

(8a) The department may extend to any such veteran or any of his dependents such
temporary emergency aid or relief as it may deem advisable to prevent want or distress,
including loans to dependents during periods of the first 6 months of active military serv-
iee of a veteran following his reentry into such service when, for no fault of his own, he
is not receiving pay, except that this subsection does not apply to any veteran whose total
period of service has been as a student detailed for training under the army specialized
training program, the army air forces college training program, the military or naval
academies, or any similar program under the jurisdiction of the navy, marine corps or
coast guard.

(8b) The department may lend any veteran not more than $1,000 to be used for his
rehabilitation, education, the purchase of a husiness or business property or the repairing
or adding to his home or business property. The department may preseribe loan condi-
tions, but the interest rate shall be 2 per cent per annum and the term shall not exceed
15 years. Loan expense may be charged to the veteran. The department may ‘execute
necessary instruments, collect interest and principal,” compromise indebtedness, sue and
be sued, and with the consent of the attorney general, write off mdebtedness which it
deems uncollectlble Interest and vepaid principal shall be paid into the veterans trust
fund. The department may lend for educational pwposes not more than $1,000 to any
widow who has not remarried for hevself or a minor child or children of a veteran whose
death was directly or indirectly due to service causes if (a) such veteran otherwise would
have qualified for such a loan, and (b) such widow or child has resided in this state for
5 years immediately preceding the date of application,

(8¢) Any minor who is a veteran (as defined in s. 45.35 (5a)) and any minor who:
is the wife or widow of such a veteran may execute notes, mortgages and other contraects.
and conveyances to the department and such notes, mortgages, contracts and conveyances
shall not be subjeet to the defense of infancy. L

(9) The department in co-operation with the rehabilitation division of the ‘state
hoard of voeational and adult education shall make available to disabled veterans the-
benefits of vocational training and guidance, including veterans who have filed claims
for federal rehabilitation benefits and during the pendency of such claims., In cases
where sueh claims ave allowed and federal reimbursement is made to the state, such
money shall be paid into and become a part of the veterans: trust fund.

The bomd‘
may ereate such other advisory committees as it may deem advisable.

(12) (a) All expenditures for execution of functions under this section shall he made
from the veterans trust fund as provided in s, 20.840,

(b)) The director shall certify to the department of administration for payment all
aid to veterans and their dependents authorized wunder the rules and regulations of the
board ‘and shall certify or approve and forward to it pay rolls and other vouchers for
other expenditures of the hoard authorized under such rules and regulations.

(13) (a) The department may receive money, lands or other gifts in its name for
the benefit of Wiséonsin veterans and their dependents, or either, in accordance with
policies adopted by the hoard.

(£) To receive money from fedelal agencies for the purpose of providing veterans’
housing in loealities throughout the.state.

(g) To pe1f01m such other duties as spe(nﬁcally set forth in other ‘sections of the
statutes. .

'(15)- LOAN CANCELLATION LIFE INSURANCE. The department shall insure the life of
every veteran who obtains a loan under sub. (8b) after July 1, 1963, for the amount
of principal and interest due on the state loan and the state of Wisconsin shall be named
the beneficiary. If the veteran dies before paying off the loan, the insurance shall be used
to pay the balance of the state loan, and the director shall satisfy the loan. -

(2) The department shall procure bids for the purchasing of such 1nsmanee in
comphanee with ‘the laws governing the purchase and furnishing of servieces to state
agencies.

45.3562 Veterans’ housing loans, (1) “Veteran” as used. in this section and s. 45 353
has the same meaning as in s. 45.35 (5a) (£) and (g) and “depaltment” means the Wis-
consin department of veterans’ affairs.

(2) (a) The department may loan not to exceed $3, 500 on the value of the housing
accommodation for which it is made, including land, bluldmg, improvements, and a ‘ga-
rage in construction loans, to any veteran making application therefor and establishing
his qualifications and right to such loan under this section to the satisfaction of the de-
partment. . Subject to such limitation the amount of each loan shall be fixed by the de-
partment with due regard to the conditions and requirements of the applicant. Loans
granted under this section shall be paid out of the appropriation in s. 20.840 (81). All
receipts of interest and principal on such loans, payments of losses by i insurers, and any
other collections shall be deposited in the veterans trust fund.

(b) The department in administering this seetion is divected to determine that the
‘piurchase price to the veteran of any premises does not exceed the general average of
property values and huilding costs in the avea, that the veteran will not be incurring an
excessive indebtedness in view of his income, and that the veteran requires a loan in ad-
dition to his own funds. In the event that the department determines that the applications
for loans shall exceed the funds available, the department shall give priority of loans to the
most necessitous cases and take all action necessary to spread the available funds among
the maximum possible number of veterans. It is the intent of the legislature that the pro-
visions of ss. 45.352 be constlued as liberally as the langnage permits in favor of the
veteran.

(3) Applications for loans shall be made to the department and shall be in sueh form
-and set Torth snch material information as the department shall preseribe. Fach applica-
‘tion ‘for loan shall be signed by the veteran applying. The department shall pass upon
the merits of each application and may disallow the loan apphed for or grant it in whole
or in part. Whenever the application and other information given by an applieant is ‘not
deemed sufficient or satisfactory for making a determination thereon, the depaltment may
use such means of availing itself of the facts as it may deem practical.

4) A loan under this section shall be granted only to a veteran who:

(a) Requires the loan for the purchase, improvement or construction. of a home for
himself or family.

(b) Can show to the satisfaction of the department that the total cost of such home,
ineluding land, does not exceed $17,500, and in the case of improvement loans the total
cost to the Vetelan shall be the omgmal cost plus improvements less normal depreciation,

‘(¢) Has available for application on the eost of such home an amount equivalent to
5 per cent of such total cost. Such amount may consist of money and other assets, in-
cluding land to bhe used for the eonstl'uctlon, which land may be taken at 1ts assessed
valuation for taxation purposes.

“(d) TIs financially able, with the aid of such loan, to conelude the purchase,, 1mp10ve-
ment or construction of such home.

(4a) The department may grant a loan under thls sectlon, to a veteran otherwise
ehglble hereunder, for the purpose of refinancing or increasing an existing loan when
satisfled as to the need therefor.

(4b) Those veterans otherwise qualified for housing loans under section 45 35 (ba)
avho remained in or reentered the active military service after World War II are eligible
for loans made under this seetion.

(56) Each loan made under this section shall be repaid to the depaltment in equal
monthly instalments commeneing upon ocecupancy by the veteran, and over a period of
not.to-exceed 20 years, with the option to pay additional sums on any instalment-paying
day. Such loan shall bear interest at the rate of 2 per ¢ent per annum on unpaid balances
of prineipal and shall be evidenced hy a promissory, instalment note payable to the de-
partment and exeeuted by the veteran to whom the loan is made. The department is
authorized to obtain guarantees for such loans under the provisions of seetion 505 of the
se1v1cemens readjustment act. The note shall be secured by a mortgage on the real es-
tate in respect fo which the loan is granted. Such mortgage shall be substantially in the
form, contain the covenants and be executed in the manner prescribed in chapter 235 and
shall provide for adequate insurance against loss by fire and wind and that the premises
therein deseribed ave free and clear of all incumbrances whatsoever But any such mort-
gage may be junior and subject to one prior mortgage, and in such case shall include an
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‘exception as to such prior mortgage, giving a description thereof, Such mortgage shall
have priority over all liens upon the mortgaged premises and the buildings and improve-
ments thereon, except tax and special assessment liens, which arve filed after the recording
of such mortgage.

(6) The department may accept when necessary to protect a mortgage loan, a quit-
claim deed or warranty deed to the mortgaged property in full satisfaction of the mort-
gage debt (and thereupon to satisfy the same), and to manage, operate, lease, exchange,
sell and convey, by land contract, quitclaim deed or warranty deed and to grant ease-
ments in any real property aequired by the department.

(11) MORTGAGE CANGELLATION LIFE INSURANCE. If upon a canvass to be conducted
by the department it is found that not less than 60 per cent of the mortgagors under this
section agree thereto, the department may provide mortgage cancellation life insurance
for any present and future mortgagors under this section.

(a) The department ghall procure hids for the purchasing of such insurance in com-
pliance with the laws governing the purchase and furnishing of services to state agencies.

(b) Every mortgagor under this section who is qualified shall be insured.

(e) The insurance shall insure the life of the mortgagor for the amount of prineipal
and interest due on the state loan, and the state shall be named the heneficiary. If the
mortgagor, at any time while still owning the property and hefore paying off the loan,
dies, the insurance shall be used to pay the balance of the state loan, and the director
shall issue a satisfaction of the mortgage.

personnel as may be necessary for the proper conduct of the home. In ecompliance with
the compensation plan established pursuant to s. 16.105 (4) it may make and determine
charges for meals, living quarters, laundry and other serviees furmished to employes and
members of the employes’ family maintained as such. All moneys received from each
and every person for or on account of such services shall be paid within one week after
receipt into the general fund and shall be credited to the appropriation provided for
this purpose by eh. 20. Complete personal maintenance and medieal care to include pro-
grams and facilities which promote comfort, recreation, well-heing ‘or 1ehab1htat10n,‘
shall be furnished all members under the pohcy of the department. ‘

(2) The department shall have power to acquire, by gift, purchase or condemnation,
lands necessary for the purposes of the home. Title thereto shall be taken in the name of
the state of Wisconsin and shall be held by and for the uses and purposes of said home so
long as used for the present objects and purposes thereof.

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Payments of the amounts indieated ahove shall be made at such time and in such amounts
as the board of the department shall provide by rule or regulation. Payments of these
amounts shall be made first and to the fullest éxtent possible from sources of income other
than pension or compensation paid by the veterans administration.

(e) Upon termination of membership in the home, the liens shall be enforceable by
the state in the manner provided for the foreclosure of mortgages under ch., 278; provided
that in-any action to foreclose such a lien the statute of limitations shall not constitute a
defense. No such lien shall be enforced against the homestead of the member while it ig
occupied by him, a surviving spouse or by any minor children, or any meapacltated adult
children of the member,

(d) Upon death of a member or former member, the county court may order sale
of real estate which is subject to the lien herein imposed free and clear of the lien, and
the lien shall attach to the net proceeds of the sale after taxes, prior encumbrances and
costs of sale have been deducted. However, the expenses of administration, burial and last
illness allowed by the court which remain unpaid after all personalty has been applied
thereto according to law, but not to exceed $300 in the aggregate, shall be charges against
all real property of the deceased and shall he paid prior to the lien, in the order named,
out of the proceeds derived from the real property upon liquidation of the lien.

(e) At any time the department is satisfled that the collection of the amount owing
‘to the state will not be jeopardized or that the release of the lien in whole or in part is
necessary to provide for the maintenance of the member, his spouse, or minor children, or
incapacitated adult child, it may release the lien as to all or any part of the veal property
of the member, which release shall be filed in the office of the register of deeds of the
county in which the certificate is filed. The member, his heirs, personal representatives or
assigns may discharge such lien at any time by paying the amount thereof to the depart-
ment, which shall execute a satisfaction which shall be filed with the register of deeds.

(f) The department may bid in property at foreclosure under par. (¢) at a price not
to exceed the amount owing the state, which amount or any part thereof may bhe applied
as a credit ‘on such a bid, or such agency or official may accept a conveyance in lieu of
foreclosure. Title to property acquired vests in the department for the purpose of liquida-
tion, and may he sold and title transferred by it. -

(g) The department may make and pay for necessary and essential repairs, pay taxes

The county veterans’ service officer shall advise with veterans of all
wars residing in the county who were engaged in the service of the United States, rela-
tive to any complaint or problem arising out of war service and shall render to them and
their dependents all possible assistance. The county board shall provide him with office
space, clerical assistance and such other needs as will enable him to perform his duties
and may appoint such assistant county service officers as are necessary, who shall be
honorably discharged veterans who served the United States in time of war. The serv-
ice officer shall make such reports as the hoard may require. -

(6) Co-opErATION. The county veterans service officer shall co-operate with the sev-
eral federal and state agencies which render services or grant aids or benefits to veterans
and their dependents, and shall furnish information relative to the burial places within
the state of persons, as required by s. 45.42 (2).

11. One member each of the veterans’ organizations established by aet of Congress, to
be selected by the county hoard chairman from a panel of 5 persons submitted by the
county headquarters of the respective organizations, and who shall be a resident of the
county.

(2) The members of the co-ordinating council shall receive no compensation for
services. The terms of appointed members shall he 2 years. Vacancies shall be filled
in the same manner as the original appointment.

(3) The council shall meet at such times and at such places as it may determine or as
the county veterans’ service commission may request.

(4) The co-ordinating council shall advise with the county veterans’ service commis-
sion relative to the co-ordination of activities of all agencies in the county which perform
funetions relating to hospitalization, medical treatment and care, granting of economie
aid, reemployment placement and training, elaims for compensation and insurance,
educational or voeational rehabilitation of discharged war veterans and their dependents,
including women in affiliated services, to the end that benefits provided by federal, state
and county governments may be made available to veterans and their dependents as
promptly and effectively as possible.

45,45 Deferral of payments and interest on loans. When a veteran or a mem-
ber of his family makes application for deferment of payment of monthly instalments
and waiver of interest charges on veterans’ loans made under this chapter, showing that
the ability of such veteran to make payment is materially and adversely affected: by rea-
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son of military service, the department may, with the approval of the board, defer pay-

45.60 Veterans memorial commission, (1) Poriov. The leg1slatme declares that
it is the policy of the state of Wisconsin to perpetuate the memory and hlstory of its vet-
erans who served in the armed forces,

(2) CreatioN. There is created a Wisconsin vetelans memorial commission con-
sisting of the governor and 6 members appointed by the governor, 2 of whom shall he
veterans who have been approved by the Wisconsin veterans council, 3 .shall be selected
from patriotic organizations interested in the preservation and establishment of war and
veterans’ memorials, and one a vepresentative from the state historieal society.

(3) Terms. Members shall be appointed for terms of 6 years, shall receive no com-
pensation for their services as such but shall bhe reimbursed for their necessary and actual
expenses.

(4) Dumries. The funetions of the board shall be policy forming. It shall have the
power to approve, to recommend and to veto any proposed plans, modifications and
changes or policies with respect to established state memorials, including the Camp Ran-
dall memorial park, Madison, Wisconsin, as described in chapter 28, laws of 1913, and
any future veterans state memorials; and to recommend the creation and establishment
of veterans state memorials.
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(6) Ruies. The members of the board shall annually elect one of its members chair-
man and one secretary. The commission may prescribe rules and regulations governing
its procedure.

(6) ResrricTIONS. No structures other than the Camp Randall memorial building
project shall be placed or erected upon said Camp Randall memorial park unless author-
1zed by the legislature ; nor shall said park be used for any purpose other than authorized
in chapter 28, laws of 1913. If the Camp Randall memorial building is removed, the
premises on which said building is located shall revert to Camp Randall memorial park.
