941 22 Possesswn of plstol by minor. (1) Any miner who goes armed with a plstol
or any person who intentionally sells, loans or gives a plstol to a minor may be fined not
more than $500 or imprisoned not more than one year in county jail or both.

(2) This section does not apply to a minor who is armed with a pistol when such pistol
is being used in target practice under the supervision of an adult nor does it apply to an
adult who transfers a pistol to a minor for use only in target practice under his supeérvi-
sion,

(3) All sheriffs, their undelshenffs and deputies, constables, and policemen shall take
from a minor any pistol found in his possession in violation of this seetion.

(4) In this seetion “pistol” means any firearm having a barrel less than 12 inches long.

941.23 Carrying concealed weapon, Any person except a peace officer who goes
armed with a concealed and dangerous weapon may be fined not more than $500 or impris-
oned not more than one year in county jail or hoth.

Whoever endangers an-
other’s safety by conduet imminently dangerous to another and evineing a depraved mind,
regardless of human life, may be fined not more than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than
5yea1b01 both.

941,31 Possession of exp10s1ves for unlawful purpose. Whoever ‘makes, buys,
transports, possesses, or transfers any explosive compound or offers to do the same, either
with intent to use such explosive to commit a erime or knowing that another intends to
use it o commit a erime, may be fined not more than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than

10 years or both.

‘941,32 Administering dangerous or stupefying drug. Whoever administers to an-
othel or cauges another to take any pmsonous, stupefying, overpowering, narcotic, or an-
aesthetic substance with intent thereby o facilitate the commission of a crime may be
fined not more than $1,000 or imprisoned not more than 10 years or both.

', 941,33 Hazing. Whoever engages in or ineites hazing which results in or is likely
to result in bodily harm to another in any school may be fined not more than $200 or im-
pnsoned not more than 60 days or both.

941,34 Fluoroscopic shoe-fitting machines, Whoever uses, or possesses or controls
with intent to so use, any fluoroscopic or X-ray machine for the purpose of shoe-fitting or
attempting to fit shoes, or who knowingly permits such machine, whether in use or not, to
vemain on his premises, shall be fined not more than $200 or imprisoned not more than 60
days or hoth. Each day of such use, possession or control shall constitute a separate viola-
tion -of this section.

941.35 Emergency telephone calls. (1) As used in this section:

(a) “Party line” means a subscriber’s line telephone cireuit, consisting of 2 or morve
main telephone stations eonnected therewith, each station with a distinctive ring or tele-
phone number.

(h) “Emergency” means a sitnation in which property or ‘human life ave in Jeopardy
and the prompt summoning of aid is essential.

".(2). Whoever intentionally refuses to yield or surrender the use of a party line to an-
other person for the purpose of permitting such other person to report a fire or summon
police, medical or other aid in case of emergency, shall be fined not less than $50 nor more
than $500.

(3) Whoever intentionally asks for or requests the use of a party line on the pretext
that an emergency exists, knowing that no emergency in fact exists, shall be fined not less
than $50 nor more than $500.

- (4) Every telephone directory printed and distributed to the members of the genelal
pubhc after September 25, 1959 shall contain a notice fo be prominently printed and dis-
played in bold-faced type, statmg in substance the conduet prohibited by this statute, and
to be preceded by the word “Warning”. This subsection shall not apply to those directo-
ries ‘distributed solely for busmess adveltlslng purposes, commonly known as classified

directoties.
