(a) All requirements under sub . (1) ,
(b) It shall furnish satisfactory evidence to the

state superintendent of continuous inservice im-
provement of its professional staff, such as sum-
mer session' attendance and participation in
workshops, extension classes and similar activi-
ties

(c) It shall make adequate provision for
healthful,, safe school facilities in accordance
with standards established by the state superin-
tendent .

SUBCHAPTERI
STATE AID FOR ELEMENTARY AND

HIGH SCHOOLS

121 .01 Purpose . It is declared to be the
policy of this state that education is a state
function and that some relief should be afforded
from the local general property tax as a source
of public school revenue where such tax is' ex-
cessive, and that otherr sources of revenue
shouldd contribute a larger percentage of ' the to-
tal funds needed . . It is further declared that in
order to provide reasonable equality of educa-
tional opportuni ty for all the children of this
state, thee state must guarantee that a basic edu-
cationaI 'opportunity be available to each pupil,
but that the state should be obligated to con-
tribute to the educational program only if the
school district provides a program which meets
state. Standards . It is the purpose of the state aid
formula set forth in this subchapter to cause the
state to assume a greater - proportion of the costs
of public education and to relieve the general
property of some of its tax burden .

121 .02 Classification of aid , districts . For
the purpose of computing state aid under thiss
subchapter, the following classes of aid districts
are established :

(1) BASIC AID DISTRICT . To be classified as a
basic aid district, a school district shall meet the
following requirements:
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feet during the current school ,year . The state
superintendent shall review the report, with the
supporting evidence and supervisory recom-
mendations, and classify the school district as
either a basic aid district or integrated aid dis-
trict, The state superintendent shall notify the
school district clerk of such classification on or
before September 15 of the year of'filing With-
in 15 days after receipt of such notification, a
school board may apply for reconsideration of
the aid classification . Upon receipt of such ap-
plication, the state superintendent may change
the aidd classification .

(2) Any 'school district about to incur indebt-
edness may apply to the state superintendent for
and he may issue a certificate as to the eligibility
of the school district for the highest level of state
aid, which shall be conclusive alto such eligibili-
ty for .30 days, but not beyond the next June .30 . .

121 .05 Budget and membersh ip report .
(1) Annually on or before October- 1, the schooll
district clerk shall file with the department a
report stating the number' of pupils enrolled and
the number of teachers employed in the school
district on the 3rd Friday of September of the
current school year and the estimated budget
for the current school ,year .

(2) I n a school district operating its regular
school term on a . continuous basis, the school
district clerk shall add to the number of pupils.
enrolled on the 3rd Friday of September any
pupils who are not then enrolled but are residing
in the school district and will become full-time
pupils on or before December 31 of the same
year,

121 .06 Determination and certification of
equalized valuation. (1) Annually on or before
August 1, the full value of the taxable property
in each school district, in each part of a city,
village and town in a,joint school district and in
each city authorized to issue bonds for.lschool
purposes, including territory attached only for
school purposes, shall be determined by the de-
partment of revenue according to its best,judg-
ment from all sources of information available
to it and shall be certified by the department to
the state superintendent ..

(2) The state superintendent shall certify to
each school district clerk the appropriate full
values certified to the state superintendent under
sub. (1)

121 .07 General provisions; state aid com-
putation. In this subchapter:

(d) It shall have sufficient pupils and the prop-
er teacher-pupil ratio to be able to provide a
modern enriched educational program as de-
fined by the department which, except for such
modification as the department approves, in ad-
dition to the proper academic subjects, shall in-
clude :

1 Training in elementary school by a quali-
fied teacher at regular intervals in health and
physical education and in at least 2 of'the follow-
ing fields : kindergarten, arts, applied arts and
music, including vocal . :.

2 More than 5 teachers in high school .
3 . Instruction in high school in at least 2 of the

following fields : homee economics,, industrial
arts, commercial work and agriculture .:

4.. Instruction in high school in at least one
subject, taught by teachers who teach in no more
than one other field, in at least, one of the follow-
ing general fields : music and art

5 . At least 2 of the following auxiliary ser-
vices : hot lunch program, periodic dental inspec-
tion, periodic medical examination, school nurse
service, at least one-quarter of the time of one
teacher devoted to guidance and counseling,
provision for at least one type . of handicapped
child, audio-visual aids and library facilities.

6.Instruction in the conservation and wise use
of natural resources in both elementary and high
schools .

(e) if'the school district operates only elemen-
tary grades, it either shall have been part of a
school district classified as an integrated aid dis-
trict or shall employ not less than 4 teacher's ..

121 .03 Aid district classif i cation change .
The state superintendent may change the aid
classification of a school district from basic aid
district to integrated aid district, if the school
district levied a tax in the school year in which
the state aid is paid at a rate equal to 5 mills or
more on the school district equalized valuation
andd if in his .,judgment: the geography, sparsity
of population, inadequacy of property valua-
tion, difficulties of transporta tion or other fac-
tors make it impossible for the school district to
qualify as an integrated aid district

121 .04 Application for aid districtt classi -
fication. (1) If a school board desires to have
the school district under its jurisdiction qualify
for state aid as an integrated aid district for the
current school year, the school district clerk
shall file a report, on or before July 15, with the
state superintendent on forms provided by him
requesting classification as an integrated aid
district The report, with supporting' evidence ;
shall set forth the program which will be in ef-
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aid for the reorgani zed school district for the
first year of operation shall be computed after
the order takes effect using calculations by the
state superintendent of the number of pupils en-
rolled and teacher-pupil ratio for the territory in
the reorganized school district, which shall be
made as if' the school district had been in exist-
ence on the 3rd Friday in September. .

(d) At the end of the school year, the depart-
ment shall adjust state aid payments according
to the actual net operating cost of the school
district for that schooll year

(6) NET OPERATING COST ., (a) "Nett opera t-
ing cost" is the cost of operation andd mainte-
nance of 'a school district, minus its operational
receipts,, for the current school ,year. Amounts
paid by school districts as rent, which are used
to retire indebtedness on the buildings or proper
ties for which the rent is paid, shall not be in-
cluded in the cost of operation and maintenance
in computing state aid .

(b) In computing state aid for a school d i s-
trict, that portion of its net operating cost per
pupil which is more than 5% above the average
per pupil net operating cost forr the current
school year for' school districts of like organiza-
tion, as determined by the state supe rintendent,
shall be excluded.

(c) If' the net operating cost per pupill of an
integrated aid district operating both elementary
and high school grades is more than 5% above
the average per pupil net operating cost for the
current school year for school districts of like
organization, the limitation set by par , (b) shall
be increased by 2% for each full $1,000 by which
its school district equalized valuation per pupil
for the current school year is lesss than the aver-
age per pupil school district .t equalized valuation
for the current school year for school districts of
like organi zation . The net operating cost of a
school : district, as calculated under ' this para-
graph, shall not exceed its actual net operating
cost nor may the limitation exceed 120% of the
average per pupil net operating cost for the cur-
rent school year for school districts of like or-
ganization, whichever is less .

( 7) SCHOOL DISTRICT GUARANTEED VALUA-
TION . "School district guaranteed valuation" is
the amount set forth in pans . (a) to (e) multiplied
by the number of resident pupils enrolled .

(a) For basic aid districts operating elementa-
ry grades, $24,500.

(b) For :basic : aid districts which are union
high school districts, $55,000 .

(c) For integrated aid districts operating only
elementary grades ; $45,900 in the 1971-72
school year and $49,800 thereafter ..

(1) PUPILS ENROLLED, "Pupils enrolled" is
the total number of pupils, as expressed by offi-
cial enrollments, in all schools of the school dis-
trict as reported under s . 121 . 05, except as pro-
vided in pans. (a) to (c) .. If ' such total contains a
fraction, it shall be expressed as the nearest
whole number . The same method shall be used
in computing the number of pupils enrolled for
resident pupils, nonresident pupils or both .

(a) A first grade pupil may be counted only if '
he attains the age of 6 years on or before Decem-
ber 1 of the school year in which he enters first
grade .

(b) A pupil enrolled in kindergarten mayy be
counted only if he attains the age of '5 years on
or before December 1 of ' the school year in which
he enrolls A kindergarten pupil shall be counted
as one-half pupil ..

(c) In computing state aid, the number of iesi-
dent pupils enrolled shall ' not exceed 25 times
the number of teachers reported under s . 12 . 1 .. 05 . .

(2) TEACHERS EMPLOYED. "Teache r" means
a person holding a license or certificate under s .
115288 (7), but does not include any person un-
der s 115 29 (3) .. In computing the number of
teachers employed, , professional workers who
devote less than full time to their professional
duties shall be counted in proportion to the time
devoted to such duties.. Teachers who devote full
time to handicapped children shall not be count-
ed :

( 3) TEACHER-PUPIL RATIO.- "Teacher-pupil
ratio" is the quotient of the number of pupils
enrolled divided by the number of' teachers em-
ployed,

( 4) SCHOOL DISTRICT EQUALIZED VALUA-
TION. "School district equalized valuation" is
the full value of' the taxable p r operty of the terri-
tory in the school district as last certified under
s 121 . 06 (2)

(5) BASIS FOR STATISTICS. (a) The number of
pupils enrolled and teacher-pupil ratio of the
school district on the 3rd Friday in September
and the estimated net operating cost for the cur-
rent school year shall be used in computing state
aid .

(b) If the school district valuation is increased
or decreased due to an alteration in school dis-
trict boundaries before the 3rd Friday in Sep-
tember, the estimated net operating cost for the
current school year and the estimated mill levy
rate shall be based on the school district equal-
ized valuation: of the territory comprising the
altered school district :

(c) Hart order of school district reorganiza-
tion is nott effective due to litigation until after
the 3rd Friday in September but takes effect
before April 1 of the current school year, state
