441 .11 Definitions. (1) PRACTICE OF PRO-
FESSIONAL iNURSING The practice of profes-
sional nursing within the terms of this chapter
means the performance for compensation of
any act in the observation or care of the ill,
injured or infirm, or for the maintenance of
health or prevention of illness of others, which
act requires substantial nursing skill, knowl-
edge or training, or application of nursing
principles based on biological, physical and so-
cial sciences, :, such as the supervision of a pa-
tient, the observation and recording of symp-
toms and reactions, the execution of proce-
dures and techniques in the treatment of the
sick under the general or special supervision or
direction of 'a physician, the execution of gen-
eral nursing procedures and techniques and the
supervision and direction of trained practical
nurses and less skilled assistants . .'

(2) PRACTICE OF PRACTICAL NURSING . The
practice of practical nursing under this chapter
means the performance for compensationn of
any simple acts in the care of convalescent,
subacutely or chronically ill, injured or infirm
persons, or of any act or procedure in the care
of the more acutely ill, injured or infirm under
the specific direction of a nurse or physician . . A
simple act is one which does not require any
substantial nursing skill, knowledge or train-
ing, or the application of nursing principles
based ' on bi ological, physical or social sciences,
or the understandingg of causee and effect in
such acts and is one :which - is , of a nature of
those approved by the board for the curricu-
lum of schools f'or, trained practical : nurses .

(3) , NURSE AND NURSING . . Wherever the
term "nurse" is used in this chapter without
modification or amplification it shall mean
only a registered nurse . Wherever the term
"nursing" is used in this chapter without mod-

practice of professional nursing as herein de-
fined .
