REQUIREMENTS, REGIS-
TRATION, (a) Any person practicing or offering
to practice the profession of architecture or the
profession of professional engineering in this
state shall comply with this section .

(b) It is unlawful for any person to practice
the profession of architecture or the profession
of professional engineering in this state unless
such person has been duly registered, is exempt
under sub . (9) or has in effect a permit under
sub., (11) (d) . .

(c) I t is unlawful for any person to offer to
practice the profession of architecture or the
profession of professional engineering or to use
in connection with his name or otherwise as-
sume, use or advertise any title or description
tending to convey the impression that he is an
architect or professional engineer or to adver-
tise to furnish architectural or professional en-
gineering services unless such person has been
duly registered or has in effect a permit under
sub. (11) (d)

(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of
this section, contractors, subcontractors or
construction material or equipment suppliers
are not required to register under this section
to perform or undertake those activities which
historically and customarily have been per-
formed by them in their respective trades and
specialties, including, but not limited to, the
preparation and use of drawings, specifications
or layouts within a construction firm or in
construction operations, superintending of con-
struction, installation and alteration of equip-
ment, cost estimating, consultation with archi-
tects, professional engineers or owners con-
cerning materials, equipment, methods and
techniques,, and investigations or consultation
with respect to construction sites, provided all
such activities are performed solely with re-
spect to the performance of their work on
buildings or with respect to supplies or materi-
als furnished by them for buildings or struc-
tures of their appurtenances which are, or
which are to be, erected, enlarged or materially
altered in accordance with plans and specifica-
tions prepared by architects or professional en-
gineers, or by persons exempt under sub . . (9)

while practicing within the scope of their ex• •
emption :

(e) This section shall - not require manufac-
turers or their material or equipment suppliers
to register under this section in order to enable
them to perform engineering in the design, as -
sembly, manufacture, sale or installation of
their products.

(f ) It is unlawful for any person who is regis-
tered to practice the profession of architecture
or profession of professional engineering to im-
press his seal or stamp upon documents which
have not been prepared by him or under his
direction and control, to knowingly permit his
seal or stamp to be used by any other person
or in any other manner to knowingly aid or
abet the unauthorized practice of either profes-
sion by persons not authorized under this sec-
tion

(2) DEFINITIONS = (a) The term "architect"
as used in this section means a person who is
legally qualified to practice the profession of
architecture .

(b) The practice of architecture within the
meaning and intent of this section includes anyy
professional service, such as consultation, in-
vestigation, evaluation, planning, architectural
and structural design, or responsible supervi-
sion of construction, in connection with the
construction of any private or public buildings,
structures, projects, of the equipment thereof ;
or addition to or alterations thereof ; wherein
the public welfare or the safeguarding of life,
health or property is concerned or involved..

(c) The term "professional engineer" as used
in this section means a person who by reason
of his knowledge of mathematics, the physical
sciences and the principles of engineering, ac-
quired by professional education and p r actical
experience, is qual ifiedd to engage in engineer-
ing practice as hereinafter defined,

(d) The practice of professional engineering
within the meaning and intent of this section
includes any professional service, requiring the
application of engineering principles and data,
wherein the public welfare or the safeguarding
of life, health or property is concerned and in-
volved, suchh as consultation, investigation,
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registrant in writing of such revisions or
amendments .. The examining board shall adopt
an official seal . In carrying into effect this sec-
tion, the examining board or its sections may
take testimony in any case involving the revo-
cation of registration, certification or permit or
practicing or offering to practice without regis-
tration, certification or permit . . Any member of
the examining board may administer oaths to
witnesses..

(e) The action of the examining board in re-
voking a registration, certification or permit or,
the action of a section thereof in denying a reg-
istration, certification or permit or makingg any
rule thereto shall be subject to review under
ch . 227 :

( 5 ) RECORDS, REPORTS, ROSIER. (b) The ex-
amining board shall keep a record of' its pro-
ceedings together with a record of all other in-
formation pertaining thereto as may be deemed
necessary by the board . The records of the ex-
amining board shall be prima facie evidence of
the proceedings of the examining board set
forth therein, and a transcript -thereof, duly
certified by the secretary of the examining
board under seal, shall be admissible in evi-
dence with the same effect as if' the original
were produced .

(c)' The examining board shall annually sub-
mit to the department of industry, labor and
human relations a copy of the report of its
transactions of the preceding year required un-
der s. 15 08 (9), and shall also transmit to the
department of industry, labor and human rela-
tions a complete statement of the . receiptss and
expenditures of the examining board, attested
by affidavits of its chairman and its secretary

(e) A list showing the names and , addresses
of all engineers-in-training certified by the ex-
amining board during the period from July 1
to June - 30 shall be prepared each ,year by the
secretary of the examining board.. A copy of
such list shall be obtainable by eachh person
whose name appears upon it and by each per-
son registered as a professional enginee r, A
copy of such list shall be placed on filee with
the department ,
(6) REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS. (a) An

applicant for registration as . an "'architect"
shall, submit satisfactory evidence to the-exam-
ining board as follows : _

1 .. That he or she has acquired a thorough
knowledge of 'sound construction, building - hy-
giene, architectural design :and 'mathematics

evaluation, planning, design, or responsible su-
pervision of construction, alteration, or, opera-
tion, in connection with any public or private
utilities, structures, projects, bridges, plants
and buildings, machines, equipment, processes
and works .. A person shall be deemed to offer
to practice professional engineering, within the
meaning and intent of this section, who by ver-
bal claim, sign, advertisement, letterhead,, card,
or in any otherr way represents himself to be a
professional engineer ; or whoo through the use
of somee other title implies that he is a profes-
sional engineer; or who holds himself' out as
able to practice professional engineering:

(e) The term "examining board" as used in
thiss section means the examining board of ar-
chitects, professional engineers, designers and
land surveyors, as created by s 15.405 (2) .

(t ) "Engineer-in-training" means a person
who is a graduate in an engineering curriculum
of 4 years or more from a school or college ap-
proved by the examining board as of satisfacto-
cy standing, or a person who has had 4 year's
or more of experience in engineering work of a
character satisfactory to thee examining :board;
andd who; in addition ; has successfully passed
the .e examination in the fundamental engineer-
ing subjects prior to the completion of the req-
uisite years in engineering work ; as provided in
sub (6), and who has been granted a certificate
of record by the examining board stating that
he has successfully passed this portion of the
professional examinations . . .

(g) In this section '' "responsible supervision
of' construction" is a professional service as
distinguished from superintending of construc-
tion and means the performance, or the super-
vision thereof, of reasonable and ordinary on
the site observations to determine that the con-
struction is in substantial compliance with the
approved drawings, plans and : specifications .

examining board, but not exceeding $50 .

engineering services performed by reason of his
employment or relationship with the firm,
partnership or corporation .

2.. All final drawings, specifications, plans,
repo rts or other- architectural or engineering
papers or documents involving the practice of
architectu re or professional engineering pre-
pared for the use of the corporation, for deliv-
eiy by it to any person ` or for public record

and superv ise architectural or engineeringg
work, which shall promote the public welfare
and insure the safety of life, health and proper-
ty: A candidate failing an examination may,
upon application and payment of the required
reexamination fee, be examined again by the
examining board . No restriction shall be
placed on, the number of times an unsuccessful
candidate may present himself" for reexamin-
ation, except that after failure of 3 reexamina-
tions, the examining board may require a one-
year waiting period before further reexamin-
ation

(k) The examination papers of each appli-
cant shall be retained by the executive secre-
tary and shall be available to the applicant for -
review for, a one-year period from the date of
the examination .. The applicantt may make a
written request, within the one-year period, for '
a review by the section, of all or of any part of
the examination failed . The section shall re-
view the examination, or , any part thereof with-
in 90 days,, following receipt of such written re-
quest, and shall furnish the applicant a written
reply of the results of such review, including a
statement of' the reasons for a failing grade

( 7) PARTNERSHIP OR CORPORATION (a) The
practice of architecture and professional engi-
neering pertaining to the internal operations of
a firm, partnership or corporation may be per-
formed by employer if' the architectural or pro-
fessional engineering services are performed by
or under the direct supervision of architects or
professional - engineers registered under this
section, or persons exempt from registration
under sub . (9). Registered or exempt architec-
tural or professional engineering employer may
provide architectural or professional engineer-
ing data with respect to the manufacture, sale
and utilization of the products of the firm,
partnership or corporation to other registered
or exempt architects or professional engineers ..

(b) The practice of or the offer to practice
architecture or professionall engineering by in-
dividual architects or professional engineers
registered under this section, through a firm,
partnership or corporation as principals, offi-
cers, employes or agents, is permitted subject
to this section, if all personnel who practice or
offer to practice in its behalf as architects or
professional engineers are registeredd unde r this
section and i f the . corporation has been issued a
certificate of authorization under par . . (c) .

(c) 1 . A corporation desiring a certificate of
authorization shall submit an application with
the examining board on forms prescribed by
the examining board and provided by the de-
paitment, listing the names and addresses of
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within the state shall be dated and bear the sig-
nature and seal of the architect or professional
engineer who was in responsible charge of ' their
preparation This subdivision does not apply to
persons exempt under sub.. (9) (c), (d) and (e) .

(e) No firm, partnership or corporation may
engage in the practice of or offer to practice
architecture or professional engineering in this
state, or use in connection with its name or
otherwise assume, use or advertise any titlee or
description tending to convey the impression
that it is engaged in the practice of the profes-
sion of architecture or professional engineer-
ing, nor shall it advertise or offer to furnish an
architectural or professional engineering serv-
ice, unless the firm, partnership or corporation
has complied with this section ,

(fl Any firm, partnership or corporation us-
ing the word "engineering" or any of its deriv-
atives in its name prior to April 24, 1964, shall
be permitted to continue to do so and shalll be
permitted to use such word in any new firm,
partnership or corporation formed as a result
of' a reorganization of such firm, partnership ox
corporation ; provided it does not practice or
offer to practice architecture ox professional
engineering unless it complies with all other
provisions of this section .

(8) CHANCE OF NAME. No person shall
practice the professionn of architecture or the
profession of professional engineering in this
state under any other Christian or given name
or any other surname than that under ' which
he was originally licensed or registered to prac-
tice in this or any other state, in any instance
in which the examining board, after a hearing,
finds that practicing under such changed name
operates to unfairly compete with another
practitioner or to mislead the public as to iden-
tity or to otherwisee result in detriment to the
profession or the public .. This subsection does
not apply to a change of name resulting from
marriage or divorce.,

(9) EXEMPT PERSONS . The following per -
sons, while practicing within the scope of their
exemption, shall be exempt: from this section :

(a) An employe of a person holding a certifi-
cate of registration in this state who is engaged
i n the practice of ' the profession of architecture
or of professional - engineering : and an employe
of a person temporarily exempted from regis-
tration ; provided, such practice does not in-
clude responsible charge of architecture or pro-
fessional engineering practice as defined in this
section . .

(b) Officers and employer of the government
of the United States while engaged within this
state in the practice of the profess ion of archi-

tecture or of professional engineering for said
:government . .

(c) A public service company and its regular
employes acting in its behalf where the profes-
sional engineering services rendered are in con-
nection with its facilities which are subject to
regulation, supervision and control by a com-
mission of this state or of the federal govern-
ment :

(d) Any . person who practices the profession
of architecture or professional engineering, ex-
clusively as a regular employe of a private
company or corporation, by rendering to such
company architectural or professional engi-
neering services in connection with its opera-
tions, so long as such person is thus actually
and exclusively employed and no longer; pro-
vided, that such company shall have at leastt
one architect or professional engineer, regis -
tered under the provisions of this section, in
responsible charge,of' such company's architec-
tural or professional engineering work in this
state . .

(e) A person engaged in the manufacture of
a product or unit, including laboratory re-
search affiliates of the person, where the serv-
ices performed are the design, assembly,'manu-
factuie, sale or installation of that product of
unit .. "Product or unit" does not include build-
ings.

(10) EXEMPT BUILDINGS, (a) Nothing con-
tained in this section shall prevent persons
from advertising and performing services such
as consultation, investigation, evaluation, in
connection with and making plans and specifi-
cations for, or supervisingg the erection, en-
largement or ' alterations of any of the following
buildings:

1 . Dwellings for single families, and out-
buildings in connection therewith, such as
barns and private garages .
2 Apartment buildings used exclusively as

the residence of not more than 2 families .
3 . Buildings used exclusively for agricultural

purposes .
4 : Temporary buildings or sheds used exclu-

sively for construction purposes, not exceeding
2 stories in height, and not used for living
quarters ..

(b) Nothing contained in this section shall
prevent persons, firms or corporations from
making plans and specifications for or super-
vising the erection, enlargement or ' alteration
of any new buildingg containing less than
50,000 cubic feet total volume or addition to a
building which by reasonof such addition re-
sults in a building containing less than 50,000
cubic feet total volume or structural alteration
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certificate of registration and has paid the re-
quired fee, provided, that such person holds an
unexpired certificate of similar registration is-
sued to him by the proper authority in any
state or territory or possession of the United
States or in any country in which the require-
ments for the registration of architects or pro-
fessional engineers are of 'a standard not lower
than specified in this section..

(12) APPLICATIONS FOR REGISTRATION,
FEES, CONTENTS OF CERTIFICATION, EXPIRA-
TION, (a) Applications for registration or for a
certificate of record shall be on forms pre-
scribed by the examining board and provided
by thee department and shall contain statements
madee under oath showing the applicant's edu-
cation and detail summary of his technical
work and not less than 5 references, of whom 3
or more shall have personal knowledge of his
architectural or engineering experience in the
case of an application for registration or of his
technical education or engineering work in the
case of` an application for a certificate of

: record . . .
(b) Thee registration fee for architects or pro-

fessional engineers who do not hold a certifi-
cate of record as engineer-in-training shall be
specified : by the examining board, but not ex-
ceed '$50, one-half of which shall accompany
the application and the other half ' of which
shall be paid upon issuance of the certificate of
registration . If the examining board denies the
application, the amount deposited with the ap-
plication shall be retained by the examining
board as an examination fee ..

(c) The certif icate of record fee for engi-
neers-in-training shall ; be specified by the ex-
amining board, but not exceed ' $50, and said
feee shalll accompany the application . . If the ex -
amining board denies the application, said
amount shall be retained by the examining
board as an examination fee :

(d) The registration fee for applicants for
registration as professional engineer who hold
a certificate of record as eng ineer-in-training
shall be specified by the examining board, but
not exceed $50, one-half ' of which shall accom-
pany the application and the other half ' of
which shall be paid upon issuance of ', the certif-
icate of registration. If the examining board de-
nies the application, the amount deposited with
the application shall be retainedd by the exam-
ining board as an examination fee,

(e) For architectss and for professional engi-
neers ; who hold an unexpired certificate of reg-
istration, or similar authority, issued by the
proper° authority in any country, state or terri-
tory outside of this state, the application fee

to a building containing less than 50,000 cubic
feet total volume Nor shall anything containedd
in this section prevent persons, firms or corpo-
rations from making repairs or interior altera-
tions to buildingss which do not affect health or
safety .

(c) Any multiple family .,building having a
common roof and party walls shall be deemed
a single building for .- purposes of this section ..

(d) This secti on shall not , apply to inspection
and servicee work done by employes of insur-
ance rating bureaus, insurance service bureaus,
insurance companies or insurance agents.

( 11 ) CERTIFICATE OF REGISTRATION OR
RECORD ; PERMIT; RECIPROCITY PROVISIONS .
(a) The examiningg board may, upon applica-
tion therefor, and thee payment of the required
fee, grant a certificate of registration as an ar-
chitect, or as a professional engineer to any
person who .o holds an unexpired certificate of
similar registration issued to himm by the proper
authority in any state or ' territory or possession
of the United States or in any country in
which the requirements for the registration of
architects, or of professional engineers are of a
standard not lower' than specified in this sec-
tion .

(b) The examining board may, upon applica-
tion therefor and payment of the requiredd fee,
grant a certificate of registration as an archi-
tect; or as a professional: engineer to any per '
son who holds an unr:evoked card or certificate
of national reciprocal registration, issued by
any state, province or country in conformity
with the regulations of the national council of
state board of ', architectuzal ; or engineering ex-
aminers, and who complies, with the regula-
tions of the examining board, except as to
qualifications and registration fee

(c) The examining board may, upon applica-
tion ther efor, and the paymentt of the required
fee, grant, acertificate-ofrecoid as engineer-in-
training to any person who holds an unexpired
certificate of similar certification issued to him
by the proper authority in any statee or territo-
ry or possession of the United States or in any
country in which the requirements for the cer-
tification of engineers-in-t raining are of a
standard not lower than specified in this sec-
tion

(d) The examining board may, upon applica-
tion therefor, grant a permit to practice or to
offer to practice the profession of a rchitecture
or professional engineering to a person who is
not a resident of and has no established place
of " business in this state ; or who ' has recently
become a resident thereof, if he has submitted
to the examining board an application fox a
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renewal of 'a certificate after the month of July
shall be 10% of the renewal fee for each
month or fraction of 'a month that payment of
renewal is delayed, but thee maximum penalty
fee, in addition to the renewal fee, for delayed
renewal shall not exceed 50% of the renewal
fee. .

(k) The examining board shall grant a certif-
icate of record as engineer-in-training to any
applicant who, in the opinion of the examining
board has satisfactorily met all the require-
ments of this section pertaining to engineers-
in-training.. The certificate of ' record shall show
the full name of the engineer-in-t r aining, shall
have a serial number, and shall be signed by
the chairman and secretary of the examining
board under the seal of the examining board ..

(1) A certificate of record as engineer-in-
training is evidence that the engineer-in-t tain-
ing to whom it is issued has successfully passed
the portion of the examinations in the funda-
mentall engineering subjects required of an ap-
plicant for registration as a professional engi-
neer .

(m) Certificates of record as engineers-in-
training shall expire on July 31st of the 10th
year afterr their issuancee unless extended by the
examining board.. An application for extension
shall contain evidence satisfactoryy to the exam-
ining board that the applicant's professional
experience has been delayed.

(n) The reexamination fee for an applicant
for registration as an architect or professional
engineer, and for an applicant for a certificate
of record as an engineer-in-training, is $10 .

( 1 3) REVOCATION OF REGISTRATION The
examining :board has the power to revoke the
certificate of registration of any registrant, and
the certificate of record of any engineer-in . . .
