456.05 Examinations. = The examining
board: shall determine the subjects of examina-
tion for applicants for licensure as nursing
home administrators, and ‘the scope, content
and format of such examinations. The examina-
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tions shall include examination of the ap-
plicant’s knowledge of:

(1). The laws governing the operation of
long-term care facilities and the protection of
the interests, safety and well-being of the resi-
dents therein; and

(2) The elements of proper and effective ad-
ministration of long-term care facilities; and

(3) The psychological, physical, medical and
social needs of persons served in such facilities.

456.06 Exemptions. Nothing in this chap-
ter or the rules hereunder shall be construed to
require an applicant for a license or a tempo-
rary license as a nursing home administrator of
any nursing. home licensed and qualifying for
the exception in s. 146,30 (12m) to meet any
medical educational qual:ﬁcatlons or to pass an
examination on any medical subjects. A nursing
home administrator licensed under this section
is not quahﬁed to be an administrator of any
nursmg home except one licensed and qualify-
ing for the exception in s.

(1) Every individual
who holds a license ora provisional license as a
nursing home ‘administrator issued by the ‘de-
partment shall annually apply to the examining
board for a new: certificate of registration and
report ‘any facts requested by the examining
board on forms provided for such purpose.
