` 446 :01 Definitions . In this chapter :
(1) "Examining board" means chiropractic

examining board .,
(2) "Practice of chiropractic" means :
(a) To examine into the fact, condition, or

causee of departure from complete health and
proper condition of the human; to treat without
the use of drugs as defined in s . . 450 . . 06 or
surgery; to counsel ; to advise forthe same for the
restoration and preservation of health or to
undertake, offer, advertise, announce or hold
out in anyy manner to do anyy of the afore-
mentioned acts, for compensation, direct or indi-
r ect or, in expectation thereof; and

(b) To employ or apply chiropractic adjust-
ments and the principles or techniques of chii •o-
practie science in the diagnosis, treatment or,
prevention of any of ' the conditions described in
s. 448 .01 (10) .

446.02 Chiropractic regulated. (1) No
person may engage in the practice of chiroprac-
tic or attempt to do so or hold himself ' or herself
out as authorized to do so, unless such person:

(a) Is licensed by the examining board ; and
(b) Meets the requirements of continuing

education for licensee renewal as the examining
board may require . During the time between
initial licensure and commencement of a full 2-
year licensure period new licensees shall not be
required to meet continuing education require-
ments .> Any person who has not engaged in the
practice of chiropractic for 2 years or more,
while holding a valid license under ' this chapter,
and desiring to engage in such practice, shall be
required by the examining board to complete a
continuing education course at a school of chiro-
practic approved by the examining board or pass
a practical examination administered by the
examining board or both . .

(2) Application for a license to practice
chiropractic shall be made to the examining
board, accompanied by sufficient and satisf ac-
tory evidence of education consisting of 2 years

of study in a regularly prescribed course for a
bachelor of arts or, science degree in a college
accredited by the north central association of
colleges and secondary schools or in an institu-
tion whose credits are accepted by the university
of Wisconsin system, graduation from a reputa-
ble school of chiropractic, approved and recog-
nized by the examining board, having a resi-
dence course of not less than 36 months,
consisting of not less than 3,600 60-minute class
periods, and the license fee specified in s . 440 . 05
(1 ) .

(3) Examination shall be in thee subjects
usually taught in such reputable schools of chi-
ropractic, and shall be conducted at least twice a
year at such times and places as the examining
board determines . The examination shall in-
clude a practical examination of the applicant as
prescribed by the examining board . . In lieu of its
own written examination, the examining board ,
may accept, in whole orin part, the certificate of
the national board of chiropractic examiners,.

(4) All licenses granted by the examining
board shall expire on December 31 of even-
numbered years following the issue thereof and
may be renewed upon payment of the fee speci-
fied in s . . 440,05 (3) .

(5) The examining board shall keep a com-
plete record of all applications, examinations,
licenses, fees : and proceedings .

(6) No person may practice chi r opractic in
this state under any other given name or any
other surname ` than that under which he or she
was originally licensed or registered to practice
chiropractic in this or any other state in any
instance in which the examining board, after a
hearing, finds that practicing under the changed
name operates to unfairly compete with another'
practitioner or to mislead the public as to iden-
tity or to otherwise result in detriment to the
profession or the public . This subsection does
not apply to a change of name resulting from
marriage or divorce,,

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(4) Splitting or dividing any fee for chiro-
piactic service with any person except an associ-
ate licensed chiropractor;

(5) Use of unprofessional advertising which
shall include without limitation because of
enumeration:

(a) Any advertising statement of a character
tending to deceive or mislead thee public ;

(b) Advertising professional superiority or
performance of professional services in a supe-
rior manner ;

(c) Advertising fixed prices for variable
services ;

(e) Use of the term "clinic" or "center" in
office signs unless the office meets the require-
ments for a clinic or center as defined by the
examining board .

446.03 Reprimand ; license revocation,
limitat ion or suspension. The examining
board, by order, may reprimand a licensee or
registrant and may deny, limit, suspend-or re-
voke any license or certificate of registration if
the licensee or registrant :

( 1) Obtained the license or certificate
through error or fraud;

(2) Is addicted to alcohol or other drugs ;
(3) Is hereafter convicted in a court of com-

petent,jurisdiction, either within or- without this
state, or, in federal court, of any violation of any
law governing the practice of chiropractic or of
any felony, subject to ss . . 111 . . .321, 111.3222 and
111 . .3 .35, a certified copy of the record of convic-
tion to be conclusive evidence of such conviction ;

(4) Has obtained or- sought to obtain any-
thing of value by fraudulent representation in
the practice of chiropractic;

(5) Is guilty of unprofessional conduct ;
(6) Has continued practice, knowingly hav-

ing an infectious or contagious disease ; or
(7) If the applicant or registrant maintains a

professional connection or association with any
other person continuing to violate this chapter'
after 10 days' notice in writing by the
department

(8) The examining board may without fur-
ther process revoke the license of one who fails to
register and pay the fee within 60 days after
written notice, mailed to the licensee's last-
known address by registered mail, A license
may be reinstated, in the discretion of the exam-
ining board, by the payment ofthe renewal fee
and penalty under s . 440 ..05 (3) and (5) within

440 .03
(1), the examining board may make investiga-
tions and conduct hearings in regard to the
conduct of any licensed chiropractor who, it has
reason to believe, violated s . 446.02 or, 446 . . 0 .3 . .
The person complained against may proceed to
review any action of the examining board under
ch., 227 ,.

(2) Upon application and satisfactory proof
that the cause of such revocation of suspension
no longer exists, the examining board ' may rein-
state any license or registration suspended or
revoked by it.
