REGISTRATION OF DEALERS, DISTRIBUTORS,
MANUFACTURERS, TRANSPORTERS,

AND FINANCE COMPANIES

:341 .47 When vehicles of dealers, distributors, manufac-
turers and transporters exempt from general registration
requirements. (1) Except as provided in sub .: (2), .any motor
vehicle, mobile home, trailer or semitrailer owned or repos-
sessed by a dealer-, distributor or manufacturer may be
operated on the highways of this state for either private or
business purposes without being registered if'such vehicle has
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by the prospective purchaser fbr, more than 10 days .. When
the vehicle is obtained from a dealer, the prospective pur-
chaser shall sign a receipt showing the date, time andd place the
vehicle was obtained from the dealer .

PENALTY FOR FRAUDULENT PRACTICES
