STATE SUPERINTENDENT; GENERAL CLASSIFICATIONS AND DEFINITIONS;

(7) SCHOOL BOARD "School board" means the school
board or board of school directors in charge of'the schools of
a school district . .

"School term" means the time com-
mencing with the first school day and ending with the last
school day that the schools of a school district are in
operation for attendance of pupils in a school year, other
than for the operation of summer classes

(2) DEPARTMENT . "Department" means the department of
public instruction.

(3) ENERGY EMERGENCY .. "Energy emergency" means a
period of disruption of'energy supplies which poses a serious
risk to the economic well-being, health or welfare of the
citizens of this state, as certified by executive order of the
governor .

(3g) HOME-BASED PRIVATE EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM . .

"Home-based private educational program" means a pro-
grain of educational instruction provided to a child by the
child's parent or guardian or by a person designated by the
parent or guardian.

115.01 Classifications. In chs , 115 to 121 :
' (1) PUBLIC SCHOOLS . Public schools are the elementary and

high schools supported by public taxation .
(2) GRADES The educational work of the public schools is

divided into 12 grades, besides kindergarten, which are
numbered from one to 12 beginning with the lowest The first
8 grades are the elementa ry grades Where reference is made
to "elementary grades" , the reference includes kindergarten,
where applicable.. Where reference is made to "kindergar-
ten" , the reference includes both 4-year-old and 5- ,year-old
kindergarten , exceptt as otherwise specifically provided ; The
last 4 grades are the high school grades . A middle school is a
school in which grades 5 to 8 are taught . . A ,junior high school
is a school in which grades 7 to 9 are taught A senior high
school is a school in which grades 10 to 12 are taught. .
