402.104 Definitions: “merchant”; “between merchants”;

““financing agency”. (1) “Between merchants” means in any
transaction with respect to which both parties are chargeable
with the knowledge or skill of merchants.

(2)-“Financing agency ’means a bank, finance company or
other person who'in the ordinary course of business makes
advances against goods or documents-of title or who by
arrangement with either the seller or the buyer intervenes in
ordinary course to make or collect payment due or claimed
under the contract for sale, as by: purchasing or paying the
seller’s draft or making advances against it or by merely
taking it for collection whether or not documents of title
accompany the draft. “Financing agency” includes also a
bank or other person who similarly intervenes between
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persons who are in the position of seller and buyer in respect
to the goods (s. 402.707).

(3) “Merchant” means a person who deals in goods of the

having knowledge or skill peculiar to the practices or goods
involved in the transaction or to whom such knowledge or

402.105 Definitions: transferability; ‘“‘goods’; ‘‘future”
goods; “lot’’; “commercial unit”. (1) (2) “Commercial unit”
means such a unit of goods as by commercial usage is a single
whole for purposes of sale and division of which materially
impairs its charactér or value on the market or in use. A
commercial unit may be a single article (as 2 machine) or a set
of articles (as a suite of furniture or an assortment of sizes) or
a quantity (as a bale, gross, or carload) or any other unit
treated in use or in the relevant market as a single whole.

(b) Goods must be both existing and identified before any
interest in them can pass. Goods which are not both existing
and identified are “future’”-goods. A purported present sale
of future goods or of any interest therein operates as a
contract to sell.

(¢) “Goods” means all things (including specially manu-
factured goods) which are movable at the time of identifica-
tion to the contract for sale other than the money in which the
price is to be paid, investment securities (ch. 408) and things
in action.

(1) A
contract for the sale of minerals or the like (including oil and
gas) or a structure or its materials to be removed from realty

«cept as otherwise provided in this section a contract for the
sale of goods for the price of $500 or more is not enforceable
by way of action or defense unless there is some writing
sufficient to indicate that a contract for sale has been made
between the parties and signed by the party against whom
enforcement is sought or by his authorized agent or broker.
"A writing is not insufficient because it omits or incorrectly
states a term agreed upon but the contract is not enforceable

court as'a matter: of law finds the contract or any clause of the
contract to have been unconscionable at the time it was made

‘the court may refuse to enforce the contract, or it may enforce

the remainder of the contract without the unconscionable
clause, or it may so limit the application of any unconsciona-
ble.clause as to avoid any -unconscionable result.

.+ (2). When it is claimed or appears to the court that the
contract or any clause thereof may be unconscionable the
parties shall be afforded a reasonable opportunity to present
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evidence as to its commercial setting, purpose and effect to
aid the court in making the determination.

402.303 Allocation or division of risks.. Where this chapter

“allocates a risk or a burden as between the parties “unless
otherwise agreed”, the agreement may not only shift the
allocation but.may also divide the risk or burden.

402.304 Price payable in money, goods, realty, or other-
wise. (1) The price can be made payable in money or
otherwise. If it is payable in whole or in part in goods each
party is a seller of the goods which he is to transfer.

(2) Even though all or part of the price is payable in an
interést in realty the transfer of the goods and the seller’s
obligations with reference to them are subject to this chapter,
but not the transfer of the interest in realty or the transferor’s
obligations in'connection therewith.

402.305 Open price term. (1) The parties if they so intend
can conclude a contract for sale even though the price is not
settled. ‘In such a case-the price is a reasonable price at the
‘time for delivery if: )

(a) Nothing is said as to price; or

(b) The price is left to be agreed by the parties and they fail
toagree; or :

-(c) The price is'to be fixed in terms of some agreed market
or other standard as set or recorded by a third person or
-agency and it is not so set or recorded.

(2) A price to be fixed by the seller or by the buyer means a
price for him to fix in good faith.
~ (3) When a price left to be fixed otherwise than by
agreement of the parties fails to be fixed through fault of one
‘party ‘the other may at his option treat the contract as
canceled -or himself fix a reasonable price:

(4) Whete, however, the parties intend not to be bound
unless the price is fixed or agreed and it is not fixed or agreed
there'is no contract. In such a case the buyer must return any
goods already received orif unable so to do must pay their
reasonable value at the time of delivery and the seller must

‘return any portion of the price paid on account.

An implied contract by-a dairy plant to pay competitive prices to milk pro-
ducers does not permit the plant to pay a lower price since the mere absence of
misrepresentation or deceit does not establish good faith; an open price con-
tract still requires fair dealing. Columbus Milk Producers v. Dept. of Agricul-
ture, 48 W (2d) 451, 180 NW (2d) 617. . . .

Under this section, providing that parties to a contract for the sale of goods
may conclude the contract agreeing to settle price at a subsequent-date, the
contract price is a reasonable price at time of delivery where the parties are
unable to agree.

'402.306 - Output, requirements and exclusive dealings. (1)
A term which measures the quantity by the output of the
seller or the requirements of the buyer means such actual
output or requirements as may occur in good faith, except
-that no quantity unreasonably disproportionate to'any stated
estimate or in the absence of a stated estimate to any normal
or otherwise comparable prior output or requirements may
be tendered or demanded.

(2) A lawful agreement by either the seller or the buyer for
exclusive dealing in the kind of goods concerned imposes
unless otherwise agreed an obligation by the seller to use best
efforts to supply the goods and by the buyer to use best efforts

to ‘gr'omote their sale. , . .

402.307 ‘Delivery in single -lot or several lots. Unless
otherwise-agreed all goods called for by a contract for sale
must be tendered in a single delivery and payment is due only
on such tender but where the circumstances give either party
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the right to make or demand delivery in lots the price if it can
be apportioned may be demanded for each lot.

402.308 Absence of specified place for delivery. Unless
otherwise agreed: .

(1) The place for delivery of goods is the seller’s place of
business.or if he has none his residence; but

(2) In a contract for sale of identified goods which to the
knowledge of the parties at the time of contracting are in
some other place, that place is the place for their delivery; and

(3) Documents of title may be delivered through custom-
ary banking channels.

402.308 Absence of specific time provisions; notice of
termination. (1) The time for shipment or delivery or any
other action under a contract if not provided in this chapter
or agreed upon shall be a reasonable time.

(2) Where the contract provides for successive perform-
ances but is indefinite in duration it is valid for a reasonable
time but unless otherwise agreed may be terminated at any
time by either party. :

(3) Termination of a contract by one party except on the
happening of an agreed event requires that reasonable notifi-
cation be received by the other party and an agreement
dispensing with notification is invalid if its operation would
be unconscionable. '

402.310 Open time for payment or running of credit;
authority to ship under . reservation. Unless otherwise
agreed:- :

(1) Payment is due at the time.and place at which the buyer
is to receive the goods even though the place of shipment is
the place of delivery; and - : :

(2) If the selleris authorized to send the goods he may ship
them under reservation, and may tender the documents of
title, but the buyer may inspect the goods after their arrival
before payment is due unless such-inspection is inconsistent
with the terms of the contract (s. 402.513); and .

(3) If delivery is authorized and made by way of documents
of title-otherwise than by'sub. (2) then paymernit is due at the
time and place at which the buyer is to receive the documents

-regardless of ‘where the goods are to be received; and

- '(4)-Where the seller: is required or authorized to ship the
goods on -credit the credit’ period runs from the time of
shipment but postdating the invoice or delaying its dispatch
will correspondingly delay the starting of the credit period.

time and in any manner explicitly agreed to by the parties. In
the absence of explicit agreement identification occurs:
‘(a) When the contract is made if it is for the sale of goods

already existing and identified;

(b) If the contract is for the sale of future goods other than
those described in par. (c), when goods are shipped, marked
or otherwise designated by the seller as goods to which the
contract refers, :

© When the crops are planted or. otherwise become
growing crops or the young are conceived if the contract is for
the sale of unborn young to be born within 12 months after

contracting or for the sale of crops to be harvested within 12
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months or the next normal harvest season after contracting
whichever is longer.

" (2) The seller retains an insurable interest in goods so long
as title to or any security interest in the goods remains in him
and where the identification is by the seller alone he may until
default or insolvency or notification to the buyer that the
identification is final substitute other goods for those
identified.

(3) Nothing in this section impairs any insurable interest
“recognized under any other statute or rule of law.

402.502 Buyer’s right to goods on seller’s insolvency. (1)
Subject to sub. (2) and even though the goods have not been
shipped. a buyer who has paid a part or all of the price of
goods in which he has a special property under s. 402.501 may
on making and keeping good a tender of any unpaid portion
of their price recover them from the seller if the seller becomes
insolvent within 10 days after recerpt of the first instalment on
their price.

(2) If the.identification creatrng his specral property has
been made by the buyer he acquires the right to recover the
goods only if they conform to the contract for sale.

402.503 Manner of seller’ s tender of delivery. (1) Tender
of delivery requires that the seller put and hold conforming
goods at the buyer’s disposition and give the buyer any
notification reasonably necessary to enable him to take
delivery. The manner, time and place for tender are deter-
mined by the agreement and this chapter, and in particular:

(a) Tender must be at a reasonable hour, and if it is of

goods they must be kept available for the perlod reasonably
" necessary to enable the buyer to take possession; but

(b) Unless otherwise agreed the buyer must furnish facili-
ties reasonably suited to the receipt of the goods.

(2) Where the case is within s. 402.504 respecting shipment
‘tender requires that the seller comply with its provisions.

(3) Where the seller is required to deliver at a particular
destination tender requires that he comply with sub, (1) and
also in any appr: oprrate case tender documents as described in
subs. (4) and (5).

(4) Where goods arein the possession of a bailee and are to
be delivered without being moved: '

(a) Tender requires that the seller either tender a negotiable
document of title covering such goods or procure acknowl-
edgment by the bailee of the buyer s right to possession of the
goods; but

(b) Tender to the buyer of a nonnegotrable document of
title or of a written direction to the bailee to deliver is
sufficient tender unless the buyer seasonably objects, and
receipt by the bailee of notification of the buyer’s rights fixes
those righits as against thé bailee and all third persons; but
risk of loss of the goods-and of any failure by the bailee to
honor the nonnegotiable document of title or to obey the
direction remains on the seller until the buyer has had a
reasonable timeé to ‘presént the document or direction, and a

“refusal by the bailee to honor the document or to obey the
drrectron defeats the tender. :

(5)  Where the contract requires the seller to deliver
documents:
 (a) He must tender all such documents in correct form,
except as provrded in s. 402. 323 ) wrth respect to bills of
lading in'a set;’and

" (b) Tender throligh customary bankmg channels is suffi-
cient and dishonor of a draft accompanymg the documents
‘constrtutes nonacceptance or re]ectron

'402.504 Shipmentby seller. (1) Where the seller is required
or authorized to send the goods to the buyer and the contract
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does not require him to deliver them at a particular destlna-
tion, then unless otherwise agreed he must:

(a) Put the goods in the possession of such a carrier and
make such a contract for their transportation as may be
reasonable having regard to the nature of the goods and other
circumstances of the case; and

(b) Obtain and promptly deliver or tender in due form any
document necessary to enable the buyer to obtain possession
of the goods or otherwise required by the agreement or by
usage of trade; and

(c) Promptly notify the buyer of the shipment.

(2) Failure to notify the buyer under sub. (1) (c) or to make
a proper contract under sub. (1) (a) is a ground for rejection
only if material delay or loss ensues.

402.505 Seller’s shipment under reservation. (1) Where
the seller has identified goods to the contract by or before
shipment:

(a) His procurement of a negotiable bill-of lading to his

‘own order or otherwise reserves in him a security interest in

the goods.. His procurement of the bill to the order of a
financing agency or of the buyer indicates in addition only the
seller’s expectation of transferrmg that interest to the person
named.

(b) A nonnegotiable bill of lading to himself or his nominee
réserves possession of the goods as security but except in a
case of conditional delivery (s. 402.507 (2)) a nonnegotiable
bill of lading naming the buyer as consignee reserves no
security interest even though the seller retains possession.of

“the bill of lading.

(2) When shipment by the seller with reservation of a
security interest is inviolation of the contract for sale it
constitutes an imiproper contract for transportation within s.
402.504 but impairs neither the rights given to the buyer by
shipment and identification of the goods to the contract nor
the seller’s powers as-a-holder of a negotiable document.

402 506 - Rights of fmancmg agency. (1) A financing agency

by paying or purchasing for value a draft which relates to a

shipment of goods acquires to the extent of the payment or
purchase and in addition to its own rights under the draft and
any document of title securing it any rights of the shipper in
the goods:including the right to stop delivery and the ship-
per’s right to have the draft-honored by the buyer.

- (2) The right to reimbursement of a financing agency which
has in good faith honored or purchased the draft under
commitment to or authority from the buyer is not impaired
by subsequent discovery of defects with reference to any
relevant document which was apparently regular on its face.

402.507 Effect of seiler’s tender; delivery on condition. 1)
Tender of delivery is a condition to the buyer’s duty to accept

- the goods and, unless otherwise agreed, to his duty to pay for

them. Tender entitles the seller to acceptance of the goods
and to payment according to the contract.
(2) Where payment is due and demanded on the delivery to

_the buyer of goods of documents of title, his right as against

the seller to retain or dispose of them is conditional ‘upon his
making the payment due.

402.508 Cure by seller of improper tender or delivery;
replacement. (1) Where any tender or delivery by the seller is
rejected because nonconforming and the time for perform-
ance has not yet éxpired, the seller may seasonably notify the

-buyer of his intention' to cure and may then within -the

coniract time make a conforming delivery.
(2) Where the buyer rejects a nonconforming tender which
the seller had reasonable grounds to believe would be accept-
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able with or. without money allowance the seller may if he
seasonably notifies the buyer have a further reasonable time
to substitute a conforming tender.

402.509 Risk of loss in the absence of breach. (1) Where
the contract requires or authorizes the seller to ship the goods
by carrier: '

. (@) If it does not require him to deliver them at a particular
destination, the risk of loss passes to the buyer when the
goods are duly delivered to the carrier even though the
shipment is under reservation (s. 402.505); but

(b) If it does require him to deliver them at .a particular
destination and the goods are there duly tendered while in the
possession of the carrier, the risk of loss passes to the buyer
when the goods are there duly so tendered as to enable the
buyer: to take delivery.

(2) Where the goods are held by a. barlee to be delivered
without being moved, the risk of loss passes to the buyer:

“(a2) On his receipt of a negotiable document of title covering
the goods; or. .

(b) On acknowledgment by the barlee of the buyer’s right
to possession of the goods; or

(c) After his receipt of a nonnegotiable document of title or
other written direction to deliver, as provided in s. 402.503 (4)
(b). ;

(3) In any case not within sub. (1) or (2), the risk of loss
passes to.the buyer on his receipt of the goods if the seller is a

merchant; otherwise the risk passes to the buyer on tender of

delivery.

(4): The provrsrons of this section are subject to contrary
agreement of the partiesand to s. 402.327 on sale on approval
and s. 402.510 on effect of breach on risk of loss.

402.510 ‘Effect of breach on risk of loss. (1) Where a tender
or delivery of goods so fails to conform to the contract as to
give a right of rejection the risk of their loss remains on the
seller until cure or acceptance.

(2) Where the buyer rightfully revokes acceptance he may
to the extent of any deficiency in his effective insurance
coverage treat the risk of loss as’ havmg rested on the seller
from the beginning.

(3) Where the buyer as to conformmg goods already
identified to the contract for sale repudiates or is otherwise in
breach before risk of their loss has passed to him, the seller
may to the extent of any deficiency in his effectrve insurance
coverage treat the risk of 10ss as resting on ‘the buyer for a
commercrally reasonab]e trme

402.511  Tender of paymenl by buyer, payment by check.
(1) Unless otherwise agreed tender of payment is a condition
to the seller’s duty to tender and complete any delivery.

. (2) Tender of payment.is sufficient when made by any

means or in any manner current in the ordinary course of

business unless the seller demands payment ‘in legal tender
and gives any extensron of time reasonably necessary to
procure it.

(3) Subject to s. 403.802 on the effect of an instrument on
an obligation, payment by check is conditional and. is de-
feated as between the parties by dishonor of the check on due
presentment... .

402.512 - Payment by buyer before inspection. (1) Where
the contract requires payment before inspection noncon-
formity- of the ‘goods does not excuse the buyer from so
making payment unless:

(a) The nonconformity appears without 1nspectron or
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(b) Despite tender of the required documents the circum-
stances would justify injunction against honor under s.
405.114.

(2) Payment pursuant to sub. (1) does not constitute an
acceptance of goods or impair the buyer’s right to inspect or

-any of his remedies.

402.513 Buyer’é right to inspection of goods. (1) Unless

‘otherwise agreed ‘and subject to sub. (3), where goods are

tendered or delivered or identified to the contract for sale, the
buyer has a right before payment or acceptance to inspect
them at any reasonable pldace and time and in any reasonable
manner. When the seller is required or authorized to send the
goods to the buyer, the inspection may be after their arrival.

(2) Unless otherwise agreed, expenses of inspection must
be borne by the buyer but may be recovered from the seller if
the goods do not conform and are rejected.

(3) Unless otherwise agreed and subject to s. 402.321-(3) on
C.LF. contracts, the buyer is not entitled to inspect the goods
before payment of the price when the contract provides:

(a) For delivery “C.0.D.” or on other like terms; or

(b) For payment against documents of title, except where
such payment is due only after the goods are to become
available for inspection.

(4) A place or method of' 1nspectron fixed by the parties is
presumed. to be exclusive but unless otherwise -expressly
agreed it does not postpone identification or shift the place
for delivery or for passing the risk of loss. If compliance

becomes impossible, inspection shall be as provided in this

section unless the place or method fixed was clearly intended
as an indispensable condition failure of whxch avoids the
contract.:

402.514 . When documents deliverable on acceptance;
when on_payment.: Unless otherwise agreed documents
against which a draft is drawn are to be delivered to the
drawee on acceptance of the draft if it is payable more than 3
days after presentment; otherwise, only on payment.

402,515 Preserving evidence of goods in dispute. In fur-
therance of the adjustment of any claim or dispute:

(1) Either party on reasonable notification to the other and
for the purpose of ascertaining the facts and preserving
evidence has the right to 1nspect test and sample the goods
including such of them as may ‘be in the possess1or1 or control
of the other; and .

(2) The parties may agree to a third party 1nspectron or
survey to determine the conformity or condition of the goods
and may agree that the findings shall be binding upon them in
any subsequent litigation or ad]ustment :

BREACH REPUDIATION AND EXCUSE.

402.601 - Buyer’s rlghts oh improper delivery. Subject to s.
402.612 on breach in instalment contracts and unless other-
wise agreed under ss. 402,718 and 402.719 on contractual
limitations of remedy, if the goods or the tender of delivery
farl in any respect to conform to the contract, the buyer may:

~(1) Reject the whole; or

“(2) Accept the whole; or

(3) Accept any commercial unit or units and reject the rest.

402.602 ‘Manner and effect of rightful rejection. (1) Rejec-
tion of goods must be within a reasonable time after their
delivery or tender. It is ineffective unless the buyer season-
ably notifies the seller..

(2) Subject to'ss. 402.603 and 402.604 on rejected goods:
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(a) After rejection any exercise of ownership by the buyer
with respect to any commercial unit is wrongful as against the
seller; and

(b) If the buyer has before rejection taken physical posses-
sion of goods in which he does.not have a security interest
under s. 402.711 (3), he is under a duty after rejection to hold
them with reasonable care at the seller’s disposition for a time
sufficient to permit the seller to remove them; but

«{c) The buyer has no further obligations with regard to
goods rightfully rejected.

(3) The seller’s rights with respect to goods wrongfully
rejected are governed by s. 402.703 on seller’s remedies in

general. -

Where seller refused to accept return of a pump upon notice of breach by
the buyer, and buyer thereafter used the pump for 3 months, the buyer cannot
-recover for breach'of warranty. Concrete Equrp Co.v. Smith Contract Co. "
Inc. 358 F Supp. 1137.

402.603 Merchant buyer’s duties as to rightfully rejected
goods. (1) Subject to any security interest in the buyer (s.
402.711(3)), when the sellerhas no agent or place of business
at the market of rejection a merchant buyer is under a duty
after rejection of goods in his-possession or.control to follow
any reasonable ‘instructions received from the seller with
respect to the goods and in the absence of such instructions to

make reasonable efforts to-sell them for the seller’s account if

they are perishable or threaten to decline in value speedily.
Instructions are not reasonable if on demand mdemmty for
expenses:is not forthcoming.

“(2) When the buyer sells goods under sub. (1), he is-entitled
to reimbursement from the seller or out of the proceeds for
reasonable expénses of caring for and selling them, and if the
expenses include no selling commission then to such commis-
sion as is usual in the trade or if there is none to a reasonable
sum not exceeding 10 per cent of the gross proceeds. .

(3) In complying with this section the buyer is held only to
good. faith and good faith conduct hereunder is neither
acceptance nor conversion nor the basrs of an action for'
damages. : .

402.604 Buyer’s options as to salvage of rightfully re-
jected goods. Subject to s. 402.603 on perishables, if the seller
gives no instructions within a reasonable time after notifica-
tion of rejection the buyer may store the rejected goods for
the seller’s account or reship them to him or resell them for
the seller’s account with reimbursement as provrded in s.
402.603. Such action is not acceptance or conversion.

402.605 . Waiver of buyer’s objections by failure to.particu-
larize. (1) The buyer’s failure to state in connection with
rejection a particular defect which is ascertainable by reason-
able inspection precludes him from relying on the unstated
defect to justify rejection or to establish breach:

(a) Where the seller could have cured it if stated season-

ably; or

(b) Between merchants when the selier has after rejectron
made a request in writing for a full and final written statement
of all defects on which the buyer proposes to rely.

(2) Payment against documents made without reservation
of rights precludes recovery of .the payment for defects
apparent on the face of the documents. :

402.606 ' What constitutes acceptance of goods. (1) Ac-
ceptance of goods occurs when the buyer:

(a) After a reasonable opportunity to inspect the goods
signifies to the seller that the goods are conforming or that he
will take or retain them in spite of their nonconformity; or
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(b) Fails to make an effective rejection (s. 402.602 (1)), but
such: acceptance does not occur until the buyer has had a
reasonable opportunity to inspect them; or

(c) Does any act inconsistent with the seller’s ownership;
but if such act is wrongful as against the seller it is an
acceptance only if ratified by him.

(2) Acceptance of a part of any commercial unit is accept-

ance of that entire unit.

Where buyer accepts goods, seller need not prove that goods were not defec-
tive in action to recover purchase price. Central Soya Co . Inc. v. Epstein Fish-
eries, Inc. 676 F (2d) 939 (1982) )

402.607 Eﬁect of acceptance; notice of breach; burden of
establishing breach after acceptance; notice of claim or
litigation to person answerable over. (1) The buyer must

pay at the contract rate for any goods accepted.

(2) Acceptance of goods by the buyer precludes rejection of
the goods accepted and if made with knowledge of a noncon-
formity cannot be revoked because of it unless the acceptance
was on the reasonable assumption that the nonconformity
would be seasonably cured but acceptance does not of itself
impair .any other remedy provided by this chapter for
nonconformity.

(3) Where a tender has been accepted:

(a) The buyer must within a reasonable time after he
discovers or should have discovered any breach notify the
seller of breach or be barred from any remedy; and

(b) If the claim is one for infringement or the like (s.
402:312 (3)) and the buyer is sued as a result of such a breach
he must so notify the seller within a reasonable time after he
receives notice of the litigation or be barred from any remedy
over for liability established by the litigation.

(4) The burden is on the buyer to establish any breach with
respect to the goods accepted.

(5) Where the buyer is sued for breach of a warranty or
other oblrgatron for which his seller is answerable over:

(a) He may give his seller written notice of the litigation. If

the notice states that the seller may come in and defend and
that if the seller does not do so he will be bound in any action
against him by his buyer by any determination of fact
common to the 2 litigations, then unless the.seller after
seasonable receipt of the notice does come in and defend he is
so bound:
" (b).If the claim 1s one. for 1nfr1ngement or the like (s.
402.312 (3)) the orrgmal seller may demand in writing that his
buyer turn, over to, him control of the lrtlgatron including
settlement or else be barred from any remedy over and if he
also agrees to bear all expense and .to satisfy any adverse
judgment, then unless the buyer after seasonable receipt of
the demand does turn over control the buyer is so barred.

' (6) Subsections (3), (4) and (5) apply to any obligation of
the buyer to hold the seller harmless agamst infringement or
the like (s. 402.312 (3)).

" Notice of breach of warranty is a condition precedent to. recovery in an
action for wrongful, death allegedly caused by a defective seat belt, but the
failure to plead such notice must be raised by demurrer. Schnabl v. Ford
Motor Co. 54 W (2d) 345, 195 NW (2d) 602, 198 NW (2d) 161
.. Under facts of case, 2-month delay in giving notice was not unreasonable.
Paulson v. Olson Implement Co, Inc. 107 W (2d) 510, 319 NW (2d) 855

(1982).

402.608 Revocation of acceptance in whole or in part. (1)
The buyer may revoke his acceptance of a lot or commercial
unit whose nonconformity substantially impairs its value to
him if he has accepted it:

(a) On the reasonable assumption that its: nonconformity
would be cured-and it has not been seasonably cured; or

(b) Without discovery of such nonconformity if his-accept-
ance was reasonably induced either by the difficulty of
discovery before acceptance or by the seller’s assurances.
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(2):Revocation of acceptance must occur within a reason-
able time after the buyer discovers or should have discovered
the ground for it and before any substantial change in
condition of the goods which is not caused by their own

defects. Itis not effectrve umrl the buyer notifies the seller of

it.
(3) A buyer who so revokes has the same rights and duties
with regard to the goods involved as if he had rejected them.

402.609 Right to adequate assurance of performance. (1)
A contract for sale imposes an obligation on each party that
‘the other’s expectation of receiving due performance will not
‘be impaired. 'When reasonable grounds for insecurity arise
with respect to the performance of either party the other may
in writing demand adequate assurance of due performance
and until he receives such assurance may if commercially
reasonable suspend any performance for which he has not
already received the agreed return.

(2) Between merchants the reasonableness of grounds for
insecurity and the adequacy of any assurance offered shall be
determined according to commercial standards.

(3) Acceptance of any improper delivery or payment does
‘not prejudice the aggrieved party’s right to demand adequate
assurance of future performance.

(4) After receipt of a justified demand failure to provide
within a reasonable time not exceeding 30 days such assur-
ance of due performance as is adequate under the circum-
stances of the particular case is a repudiation of the contract.

402.610 Anticipatory repudiation. When either party repu-
diates the contract with respect to a performance not yet due
the loss ‘'of which will substantially impair the value of the
contract to the other, the aggrieved party may:

(1) . For a commercially reasonable time await perform-
ance by the repudratmg party; or

(2) Resort to ‘any remedy for breach (ss. 402.703 or
402.711), even though he has notified the repudiating party
that he would awart the latter’s performance and has urged
retraction; and+

- (3) Ineither case suspend his own performance or proceed
in-accordance with s. 402.704 on the seller’s right to identify
goods to the contract notwithstanding breach or to sa]vage
unﬁmshed goods

402.611 Retraction of antlclpalory repudlatron (1) Until
the repudiating party’s next performance is due he can retract
his repudiation unless the aggrieved party has since the
repudiation canceled or materially changed his position or
otherwise indicated that he considers the repudiation final.
: (2) Retraction'may be by any meéthod which clearly indi-
cates to the aggrieved party that the repudiating party intends
to ‘perform, but must include any assurance justifiably de-
manded under s. 402:609.
(3) Retraction reinstates the repudiating party’s rights
under the contract with due excuse and allowance to the
aggrreved par ty for any delay occasioned by the repudiation.

402 612 ‘‘Instalment contract”; breach. (1) An “instalment

contract’ is one which requires or -authorizes the delivery of

goods in separate lots to be separately accepted, even though
the contract contains a clause ‘“‘each delivery is a separate
‘contract” or its'equivalent.

" (2) The buyer may reject any instalment which is noncon-
forming if the nonconformity substantially impairs the value
of that instalment and cannot be cured or if the nonconform-
ity is a defect in the required documents; but if the noncon-
formity does not fall’ within sub. (3) and the seller gives

substantial equivalent.
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adequate assurance of its cure the buyer must accept that
instalment.

(3) Whenever nonconformrty or default with respect to one
or more instalments substantially impairs the value of the

‘whole contract there is a breach of the whole; but the

aggrieved party reinstates the contract if he accepts a noncon-
forming instalment without seasonably notifying of cancella-

tion or if he brings an action with respect only to past

instalments or demands performance as to future
instalments.

402.613 Casualty to identified goods. Where the contract
requires for its performance goods identified when the con-
tract is made,-and the goods suffer casualty without fault of
either party before the risk of loss passes to the buyer, orin a
proper case under a ‘no arrival, no sale” term (s. 402.324)
then:
(1) If the loss is total the contract is avorded and

(2) If the loss is partial or the goods have so deteriorated as
no longer to conform to the contract the buyer may neverthe-
less demand inspection and at his option either treat the
contract as avoided or accept the goods with-due allowance
from the contract price for the deterioration or the deficiency
in quantity but without further right against the seller.

402.614 Substituted performance. (1) Where without fault
of either party the agreed berthing, loading, or unloading
facilities fail or an agreed type of carrier becomes unavailable
orthe agreed manner of delivery otherwise becomes commer-
cially impracticable but a commercially reasonable substitute

is available, such substrtute performance must be tendered

and accepted.
(2) If the agreed means or manner of payment fails because
of domiestic or foreign governmental regulation, the seller

‘may withhold or stop delivery unless the buyer provides a

means or manner of payment which is commercially a
If delivery. has already been taken,
payment by the means or in the manner provided by the
regulation discharges the buyer’s obligation unless the regu-
lation is discriminatory, oppressive or predatory.

402.615 Excuse by failure of presupposed conditions.
Except so far as a seller may have assumed a greater obliga-
tion and subject to s. 402.614 on substituted performance

(1) Delay in delivery or nondelivery in whole or in part by a
seller who complies with subs. (2) and (3) is not a breach of his
duty under a contract for sale if performance as agreed has
been made impracticable by the occurrence of a contingency
the nonoccurrence of which was a basic assumption on which
the contract was made or by compliance in good faith with
any applicable foreign or domestic governmental regulation
or order whether or not it later proves to be invalid. |

(2) Where the causes mentioned in sub. (1) affect only a
part .of the seller’s capacity to perform, he must allocate
productron and deliveries among his customers but may at his
option include regular customers not then under contract as
well as his own requirements for further 'manufacture. He
may so allocate in any manner which is fair and reasonable.

(3) The seller must notify the buyer seasonably that there
will be delay or nondelivery and, when allocation is required
undersub. (2), of the estimated quota thus made available for
the buyer

402.616 ‘Procedure on notice claiming excuse. (1) Where
the buyer receives notification of a material or indefinite
delay or an allocation justified under s. 402.615 he may by
written notification to the seller as to any delivery concerned,
and where the prospective deficiency substantially impairs
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the value of the whole contract under s. 402.612 relating to
breach of instalment contracts, then also as to the whole:

(a) Terminate and thereby discharge any unexecuted por-
tion of the contract; or

(b) Modif'y the contract by agreeing to take his available

.quota in substitution.

'(2). If after receipt of such notrf cation from the seller the
buyer fails:so to modify the contract within a reasonable time
not exceeding 30 days the contract lapses with respect to any
deliveries affected.

REMEDIES.

402.701 Remedies for breach of collateral contracts not
impaired. Remedies for breach of any obligation or promise
collateral or ancillary to a contract for sale are not impaired
by the provisions of this chapter.

'402.702- Seller’s remedies on discovery of buyer’s insol-
'vency. (1) Where the seller discovers the buyer to be insolvent
‘he may refuse delivery except for cash including payment for
all goods theretofore delivered under the contr act, and stop
delivery under s. 402.705. :

(2) Where the seller discovers that the buyer has received
goods on credit while insolvent he may reclaim the goods
“upon demand made within 10 days after the receipt, but if
‘mrsrepresentatron of solvency has been made to the particu-
lar seller in writing within 3 months before delivery the 10-day
lrmrtatron does not apply.

402.703 Seller s remedies in general Where the buyer

Where the resale is made in good faith and in
a commercially reasonable manner the seller may recover the
difference between the resale price and the contract price
together with- any incidental damages allowed under s.
402.710,-but less expenses saved in consequence of the buyer’s
breach

(2) Except as otherwise provided in sub. (3) or unless
othe’r“wise agreed resale may be at public or private sale
including sale by way of.one or more contracts to sell or of
identification to an existing contract of the seller. Sale may be
as a-unit-or.in parcels and at any time and place and on any
terms but every aspect of the sale including the method,

mined in‘any manner which is reasonable.

(2) The measure of damages for breach of warranty is the

difference at the time and place: of acceptance between the

value of the goods accepted and the value they would have

damages under s. 402.715 may also be recovered.

402.715 Buyer’s incidental and consequential damages.
(1) Incidental damages resulting from the seller’s breach
include expenses reasonably incurred in inspection, receipt,
transportation and care and custody of goods rightfully
rejected, any commercially reasonable charges, expenses or
commissions in connection with effecting cover and any other
teasonable expense incident to the delay or other breach.

402.716  Buyer’s rigvht to specific performance or replevin.
(1) Speciﬁc petrformance may be decreed where the goods are
unique or in other proper “circumstances.

(3) The buyer has a right of replevin for goods identified to
the contract if after reasonable effort he is unable to effect
cover for such goods or the circumstances reasonably indi-
cate that such effort will be unavailing or if the goods have
been shrpped under reservation and satisfaction of the secur-
ity interest in them has been made or tendered.

‘(a) A right to recover damages under this chapter other
than sub:(1); and
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(b) The amount or value of any benefits received by the
buyer directly or indirectly by reason of the contract.

(4) Where a seller has received payment in goods their
reasonable value or the proceeds of their resale shall be
treated as payments for the purpose of sub.

Defendant cannot, by demurrer, raise the question of unreasonable liqui-
dated damages, since even if this is true, plaintiff is entitled to recover the dam-
ages he can prove.

402.720 Effect of ‘“‘cancellation” or ‘“rescission” on
claims for antecedent breach. Unless the contrary intention
clearly appears expressions of “cancellation” or “rescission”
of the contract or the like shall not be construed as a

‘renunciation or discharge of any claim in damages for the

antecedent breach,
402.721 Remedies for fraud. Remedies for material mis-
representation or fraud include all remedies available under

this-chapter for nonfraudulent breach. Neither rescission or a

claim for rescission of the contract for sale nor rejection or
return of the goods shall bar or be deemed inconsistent with a
claim for damages or other remedy.

402.722 Who can sue third parties for injury to goods.

‘Where a third party so deals with' goods which have been

identified to a contract for sale as to.cause actlonable injury
to a party to that contract:

(1) A right of action against. the third party is in either
party to the contract for sale who has title to or a secumy
interest or a special property or an insurable interest in the

‘goods; .and if the goods have been destroyed or converted a

right of action is also in‘the party who either bore the risk of

assumed that risk as against the other;

(2) If at the time of the injury the party plaintiff did not
bear the risk of loss as against the other party to the contract
for sale and there is no arrangement between them for
disposition of the recovery, his suit or settlement is, subject to
his own interest, as a fiduciary for the other party to the
contract;

-(3) Either party may with the consent of the Gther sue for
the benefit of whom it may concern.

402.723 Proof of market price: time and place.‘ (1) If an
action based on anticipatory repudiation comes to trial

before the time for performance with tespect to'some or all of

the goods, any damages based on market price (ss. 402.708 or
402.713) shall be determined according to the price of such
goods prevailing at the time when the aggrleved party learned
of the repudiation.

(2) If evidence of a pr1ce prevaﬂmg at:the times or places
described in this chapter is.not readily available the price
prevailing within any reasonable time before orafter the time
described or at any other place which in commercial judg-
ment or under usage of trade would serve as a reasonable
substitute for the one described may be used, making any
proper allowance for the cost of ttansportmg the goods to or
from such other place.

(3) Evidence of a relevant price prevailing at the time or
place other than the one described in this chapter offered by
one party is not admissible unless and until he has given the
other party such notice as the court ﬁnds sufficient to prevent
unfair surprise.

402.724 Admissibility of market quotations. Whenever the
prevailing price or value of any goods regularly bought and
sold in any established commodity market is in issue, reports
in official publications or trade journals or in newspapers or

periodicals of general circulation published as the reports of
such market shall be admissible in evidence. The circum-
stances of the preparation of such a report may be shown to
affect its weight but not its admissibility.

-402.725 -. Statute of limitations in contracts for sale. (1) An

action for bieach of any contract for sale must be commenced
within 6 years after the cause of action has accrued. By the
original agreement the parties, if they are merchants, may
reduce the period of limitation to not less than one year. The
period . of limitation may not  otherwise be varied by
agreement.

(2) A cause of action accrues when the breach occurs,
regardless of the aggrieved party’s lack of knowledge of the
breach. A breach of warranty occurs when tender of delivery
is made, except that where a warranty explicitly extends to
future performance of the goods and discovery of the breach
must await the time of such performance the cause of action
accrues when the breach is or should have been discovered.

(3) Where an action-commenced within the time limited by
sub.
